British subjects in
Bulgaria, and Rnlgarians in
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, shall re-
spectively enjoy, immediately
and unconditionally, in all mat-
ters relating to navigation,
industry, and commerce, in-
cluding importation and expor-
tation, as well as transit, the
same rights, privileges, liberties,

The Tariff rclativo to the colleetiou of port dues ;unused to the
Ordinance of the 28th February of the present Year, IN o. 5277,
provides for smnowhat high dues; several of those dues arc,
indeed, useless. The Ministry of Finance, being desirous of
avoiding claims on the part of native ur foreign slip-owuets, and
vvishiug to avoid all difficulty, has drawn 1111 the aceompuuyiug
Tariff, instead of, and in the phmo of, the old'Carill, mil the modi-

fications which have been introduced into it on different occasions
by former Circulars. You are therefore requested, Al. le Direetcur,
to be guided by the new Tariff in the collection of port dues payaLle
by vessels arriving in our ports.
