Her Majesty the Queen ot
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Treland, Empiess of
India, and the President of the
French  Republic, wishing to
maodify Article X of the Parcel
Post Convention of the 1st De-
centber, 1897, have determined
upon signing a Convention to
that effect, and have named as
their Plempotentiaries for this
purpose, namely -—

Her Majesty the Queen of
the United Kingdom of Great
ritain and Ireland, Empress
of India, His Excellency the
Right Honourable Sir Edmund
Monson, her Ambassador Fx-
traordinary and Plenipotentiary
to the President of the French
Republic;

And the President of the
French Republie, his Excellency
M, Deleassé, Deputy, Minister
for Forveign Affairs of-the French
Hepublic ; '

Who, having :01nlnunu,atml
to each nther theiv full POWETS,
found in good and due form,
have agveed upon the following
provisions :—-

ARTICLE L

Tu madification of the stipu-
fations contained in Article X
of the Convention concluded on
the 1st December, 1897, between
Chreat Pritain and h.mce for an
exchange of parcels by parcel
post hot,\\u*n France aml the
Rritish Colonies of Australia, it
is hereby agreed that, as a ten-
porary measure, the post-offices
of the Australian Colonies, which
are not at preseut anthorized by
law to undertake responsibility
for the loss or damage of un-
insured parcels conveyed by
parcel post, or the abstraction
of their contents, may postpone
the application of the principle
uf responsibility to the parcel
post until their respeetive Legis-
latures shall have authorized
them to adopt it. Up to that
thuwe the French Tost Office
shall nut be bound o pay an
indemnity for the loss or damage
in the French service of unin-
sured parcels addressed to or
originating in the Colonics in
question, or for the absiraction
of their contents.

ARTICLE IT.

1. The present Convention,
after being promulgated aceord-
ing to the special laws of Great
Britain aud France, shall come
into oper ation on the same date
as the Convention of the 1st De-
cember, 1897, and shall have the
same duration as that Conven-
tiow.

French Convention of the 1st
December, 1897, .and  have
thercto affixed their seals.
