The measures adopted are those laid down in Annex III.
IV. As regards the application of measures contained in the pi-c-

ceding Annexes:
The measures adopted are those laid down in Annex IV.
V. The above-named Annexes shall have the same value as if

they were incorporated in the present Convention.
V[. States which have not taken part in the present Conven-

tion shall be allowed to accede to it, at their request.
This accession shall be notified by the diplomatic channel to

the Government of the French Republic, which shall in its turn
notify it to the other Governments which have signed the Con-
vention.

VII. The present Convention shall last five years, front the
date of the exchange of ratifications. It shall be renewed every
five years by tacit agreement, unless one of the High Contracting
Parties shall notify its intention of suspending its operation five
years before the expiration of the aforesaid period of five years.
If one of the Powers should denounce the Convention, the
denunciation shall only be valid as far as that Power is concerned.

The present Convention shall be ratified ; its ratifications shall
be deposited at Paris as soon as possible, and, at the latest, a year
from the date of signature.

(A,)-SawilYrj Police in Ports of Deyjarh 4e of Pilgrinn Vessels
coming from the,, indium Oceaii a'nd Occana

1. All persons taking a passage on board a pilgrim-vessel are
to be subjected individually to an obligatory medical visit, by day,
on shore, at the moment of eibarking, during the necessary- period,
by a doctor delegated by the public authority.

2. Every contaminated and suspected object is to be subjected
to an obligatory and rigorous disinfection, conducted on shore under
the inspection of a doctor -delegated by the public authority
according to the conditions of Article 55 of the first Ordinance
inserted in Annex IV of the Venice Sanitary Convention,

3. Every person affected with cholera or with . choleraic
affection, or with any kind of suspected diarrhoea, is to be pro-
hibited from embarking.

4. In the event of cholera cases existing in the port, passengers
shall not be allowed to embark on pilgrim-vessels until they shall
have been collected in groups and subjected during five days to
such an observation as warrants the assurance that no one of them
is infected with cholera.

It is understood that,, irior--der_ to carry out this tieasure, each

.I
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Government may take local' possibilities and circumstances into
consideration.

5. Pilgrims will be required, as far as local circumstances
permit, to prove that they possess the strictly necessary means for
accomplishing the pilgrimage to the holy places and back, allowing
for their stay there.

(B.)-Measures to be taken of board Pilgrim Vessels.

ORDINANCE.

Part L-General A rrmngemenls.

Article 1- This Ordinance applies to pilgrim-vessels which
transport Mussulman pilgrims to Hedjaz, or bring theta back
thence.

Art. A vessel is not considered as a pilgrim-vessel which,
besides its ordinary passengers, among whom may be included
pilgrims of the upper classes, ships pilgrims of the lower classes
in a lesser proportion than that of one pilgrim for every 100 tons
of gross tonnage.

Art. 3. All pilgrim-vessels as they enter and leave the Red Sea
must conform to the Rules contained in the " Special Ordinance
applicable to the pilgrimage of the Hedjaz," which will be published
by the Board of Health of Constantinople in accordance with the
principles laid down in the present Convention.

Art. 4. Steam-vessels only are allowed to transport pilgrims
by the sea route. This transport is prohibited for other vessels.

Pilgrim-vessels sailing along the coast and intended for passages
of short duration, termed " coasting voyages;' trust subunit to the
Regulations contained in the special Ordinance mentioned in
Article 3. ,

Part I.C.Measures to be taken before Starting.

Art. 5. It shall be the duty of the captain, or in the absence of
the. captain, the proprietor or the agent of every' pilgrim-vessel, to
declare to the competentf authority of the port of departure his
intention of embarking pilgrims, and he shall do this at least three

• The Conference has decided that , in the first place , the five days ' inspection
may be carried out on board the vessels between the medical inspection rffented at the

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days before she starts. This declaration should indicate the day
contemplated for the departure and the destination of the vessel.
- Art. 6. Asa consequence of this declaration the competent
authority is to have the ship measured and inspected at the
expense. of the captain. The Consular authority to which the vessel
is subordinate may assist at this inspection.

The inspection only may he proceeded with if the captain is
already provided with it certificate of measurement furnished by
the competent authority.of his country, unless it is suspected that
the document no longer corresponds to the actual condition of the
vessel.

Art 7. The competent authority is not to allow the departure
of a pilgrim-vessel until satisfied :

(a.) That the ship is in a condition of perfect cleauliness, and,
should it have beeni necessary, that she has been disinfected ;

(b) That the ship is in a fit state to undertake the voyage
without danger; that she is well manned, well regulated, well
ventilated, provided with a sufficient number of small boats; that
she contains nothing on board which is or may become detrimental
to the health or to the security of the passengers ; that the deck
and the between-decks are of wood, and not of iron;

(c.) That there are on board, besides provisions for the crew,
victuals properly stored, as well as fuel, all of good quality, and in
sufficient quantity for all the pilgrims-for the whole declared dura-
tion of the voyage

(d.) That the drinking water on board is of good quality, and
proceeds from a source sheltered from all contamination ; that
there is a sufficient amount of it ; that the drinking water cisterns
on board are sheltered from pollution, and closed in such a manner
that the diffusion of water can be made only by means of taps and
pumps;

(e.) That the ship possesses it distilling apparatus capable
of producing a quantity of water amounting to at least 5 litres per
head and per day for every person embarked, including the crew ;

(f.) That the ship possesses it disinfecting stove, which shall
have been proved to be safe and efficacious;

(g.) That the crew includes a doctor, and that the vessel
possesses medicines, as laid down ill Articles 11 and 13 ;

(h) That the deck of the vessel is cleared of all goods and
encumbrances

(i.) That the arrangements of the vessel are such as to enable
the measures prescribed by Part Ill to be carried out.

Art. S. It shall be the duty of the captain to post up on the
vessel, in a conspicuous place, accessible to. those interested,
notices drawn up in the principal- languages of the countries
inhabited by the pilgrims to he taken on board, and indicating:

1. The destination of the vessel ;
2. The daily ration of water and victuals allotted to each

3. The tariff for such ' victuals as are not included in the daily
distribution and have to be paid for separately.

pilgrim ;
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Art. 9. The captain is not to start until lie is provided with
1. A list wise by the competent authority, and indicating the

name, sex, and total number of pilgrims he is authorized to
embark ;

2. A bill of health recording the name, the nationality, and the
tonnage of the vessel, the name of the captain, the name of the
doctor, the exact number of persons embarked : crew, pilgrims, and
other passengers, the nature of the cargo, the port of departure,
the port of arrival, the state of the public health at the port of
departure.

The competent authority shall state on the bill of health
whether the prescribed nunnher of pilgrims has been attained or
not, and should it not have been attained, whet is the coal-
plementaty number of passengers which the vessel is authorized to
embark at subsequent ports of call.

Art. 10. It shall be incumbent on the competent authority to
take effectual measures to prevent the embarkation of all
suspected * persons or objects according to the Regulations laid
down as to the precautions to be taken in port.

Part Ili.-Preca.vtions to he taken dining the Passage.

Art. 11. Each vessel embarking 100 pilgrims or more should
have it doctor on board in possession of a proper diploma, and of it
commission front the Government to which the vessel belongs. A
second doctor should be taken on board as soon as the number of
pilgrims carried by the vessel exceeds 1,000.

Art. 12. The doctor is to visit the pilgrims, to attend the sick,

and to see that the rules of health are observed on board. He
should especially-

l. Satisfy himself that the victuals distributed to the pilgrims

are of good quality; that their quantity corresponds to the

engagements made, and that they are properly cooked ;
2. Satisfy himself that the provisions of the article relative to

the distribution of water are observed ;
.",. If there be any doubt as to the quality of the drinking water,

call the captain's attention by letter to the provisions of Article 21

below ;
4. Satisfy himself that the vessel is kept in it constant state of

cleanliness, and especially that the latrines are cleansed as

prescribed by Article 18 below
5. Satisfy himself that time pilgrims' quarters are kept in it

sanitary condition, and that, in any case of infectious or contagious

disease, the process of disinfection is carried out as prescribed by

Article 18, following.
6. Keep it journal of all the sanitary incidents which occur

during the voyage, and deliver this journal to the competent
authority at the port of arrival.

• According to the definition o Ann.x V (I) of the Venice Convention.
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Art. 13. The vessel should be able to quarter passengers on the
orlop deck...

. . ..-

Apart from'the crew, the vessel. should be'capable of providing
each individual with deck space to the extent of at least
150 square decimetres, and a height of orlop-deck of ';it least
1 metre 80 centim.

As regards coasting vessels, each pilgrim should be provided
with deck space of at least 2 metres in breadth along the gun-
wales of the vessel.

Art. 14. The deck should be kept clear of encumbrances during
the voyage; it should be reserved day and night for the use Of
persons on board, and be placed freely at their'disposal.,

. Art. 15. The heavy luggage of pilgrim's is to be registered,
numbered, and placed in the hold. Pilgrims are only allowed to
retain articles which are necessary for their comfort. The Regula-
tions made by each Government for its vessels will. determine the
nature, quantity; and dimensions of personal luggage.

Art. 16. The orlop decks must be carefully cleaned every day
and scrubbed with dry sand, with which suitable disinfectants shall
be mixed, while the pilgrims are on deck.

Art. 17. On each side of the vessel on deck a place should be
reserved, hidden from public view; furnished with a hand-pump,
to provide water for the needs of the pilgrims. There should be a
place of this kind exclusively reserved -for the use of female
passengers.

Art. 18. The vessel should be provided, in addition to closets
for the use of the crew, with water-closets in the proportion of at
least one closet for every hundred passengers on board.

Closets should be exclusively reserved for female passengers.
There should be no closets on the orlop deck or in the hold.
Passengers' closets, as well as those reserved for the use of

crew; should be'kept clean, and be, scrubbed and disinfected three
times a-day,

Art. 19. The disinfection of the vessel should be carried out in
accordance with the provisions of paragraphs 5 and 6 of Article 5
of Annex IV of the Venice Convention.*

Art. 20. The quantity of drinking water placed every day free
of charge at the disposal of each pilgrim, whatever his age, should
amount to at least 5 litres.

Art. 21. If there is any doubt about the quality of the drinking
water, or reason to think that it was derived from a tainted source,

The cabins and all parts of the vessel shall be emptied.
The sides and bulkheads shall be disinfected with a solution of sublimate, with

lO;per cent . of alcohol added . The spraying is to be done by beginning . on the upper
part ofthe side in a horizontal line; it shall then be continued in a downward direction
until the whole surface is covered with a layer of liquid in fine drops.

The flours shall be washed with the same solution . Two hours afterwards the
bulkheads and the flooring shall be washed with water.

To disinfect the hold of a vessel , a sufficient quantity of sulphate of^ iron shall be
first of all injected in order to neutralize the sulphurated hydrogen, the water shall be
emptied from the hold , which shall be washed with sea water , then a certain quantity of
sublimated solution should be injected.

The water of the hold is not to be emptied in a harbour. ' -
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or polluted in the course of the voyage, it should be boiled and
sterilized; and it is the captain's duty to pour it into the sea at
the first port at which the vessel may touch, and at which it may
be possible to obtain water of better quality.

Art. 22. The vessel should be provided with two shelters, in
which pilgrims shall carry on their own cooking. pilgrims are
forbidden to light a fire in any other place, especially on deck.

Art. 23. Each vessel should have on board medicines and
other articles required for the care of the sick. The nature and
quantity of the medicines shall be determined by the regulations
drawn up by each Government for its vessels. Remedies and
attendance on the pilgrims are free of charge.

Art. 24. An infirmary duly provided with every requisite, and
offering favourable conditions of safety and health should be

reserved for the accommodation of the sick.
It should be capable of accommodating at least 5 per cent. of

the pilgrims on board, at the rate of Pi square metres per head.
Art. 25. The vessels should he provided with means of isolating

persons attacked by cholera or those who exhibit choleraic
symptoms.

Only those whose duty it is to nurse such invalids shall be
allowed to approach them, and these persons shall not come ill
contact with the other passengers.

Bedding, floor- and table-covers, and clothes which may have
been in contact with the sick should be immediately disinfected.

The observance of this rule applies especially to the clothes of those
who approach the sick and may thus have been contaminated.

Of these objects, such as are of no value should be either
thrown overboard, if the vessel is not in a harbour or a canal, or

else be destroyed by fire. The rest should be taken to the stove

in waterproof sacks impregnated with a solution of sublimate.
The excrements of sick passengers should be collected in

vessels containing a disinfectant. These vessels should lie emptied
into the closets, which should be thoroughly disinfected after
every discharge.

The localities occupied by sick passengers should be thoroughly
disinfected.

The work of disinfection should be carried out in accordance
with Article 5 of Annex IV of the Venice Convention.

Art. 26. In case of a death occurring during the passage,
the captain should note the decease against the none of the

deceased passenger on the list vise by the authority of the port of

departure and he should further enter in his log the name of the
deceased, his age, his place of origin, the presumable cause of his
death according to the doctor's certificate, and the date of decease.

In case of death from an infectious disease the corpse should
first be wrapped up in a shroud impregnated with a sublimated
solution, and then be thrown into the sea.*

Art. 27. The bill of health delivered at the port of departure
must not be changed during the voyage.

Venice Convention , Annex V, Title 11, G.
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It shall be vise by the Sanitary authority of each port touched
at.. The Sanitary authority shall write thereon :-

1. The number of passengers landed or newly embarked.
2. Incidents which have occurred at sea, which concern the

health or the life of the passengers.
3. The sanitary state of the port called at.
.At. 28. At every port at which the vessel touches, the captain

should have the list which has been drawn up in conformity with
Article 9, vise by the competent authority.

If a pilgrim have landed during the voyage, the captain should
make a note of the fact against the name of the pilgrim.

Where there have been fresh embarkations,, the passengers
etbarked should be noted in this list in accordance with Article 9,
and as a preliminary to the new visa.

Art. 29. The captain should see that all the prophylactic
measures taken daring the voyage are noted in the log. This book
is to be delivered by him to the competent authority of the part
of arrival!

Art. 30. The captain is required to pay the total son of the
Sanitary dues, which should be included in the price of the ticket.

Part IV.-Penalties.

Art. 31. Every captain convicted of not having conformed to
the engagements entered into by him for the distribution of water,
food or fuel, shall be liable to a fine of £ T. 2. This fine shall be
collected for the benefit of the pilgrim, who shall have been the
victim of the neglect, and who shall prove that lie has in vain
claimed the fulfilment of the engagement entered into.

Art. 32. Every violation of Article 8 shall lie punished by of
fine of £ T. 30.

Art. 33. Every captain who shall have committed, or who shall
knowingly have allowed to be committed, any fraud relative to the
list of pilgrims or to the bill of health provided for by Article I1

shall be liable to a fine of £ T. no.
Art. 34. Every capt: in of a vessel arriving without a bill of

health from the port of departure, or without the visa of the ports
of call, or not furnished with the regular list, properly kept
according to Articles '.), 27, and 2S, shall lie liable, in cock case, to

a fine of £ T. 12.
Art. 35. Every captain convicted of having, or of having had,

on board more than 100 pilgrims without it qualified doctor, in
accordance with the provisions of Article 11, shall be liable to a
line of £ T. 300.

Art. 30. Every captain convicted of having, or of having had,
on board a number of pilgrims above that which lie is authorized
to carry, in accordance with the provisions of Article 9, shall be
'liable to'a tine of £ T. 5 for every pilgrim above that number.

* Venice Convention , Anna V, Title II 7.
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The landing of pilgrims above the regular number shall he
carried out at the first station where a competent authority may
reside, and it shall he incumbent on the captain to furnish the
pilgrims who are landed with the necessary funds to continue their
journey to their destination.

Art. 37. Every captain convicted of having landed pilgrims at
a spot other than that of their destination, except with their consent,
or by stress of circumstance, shall be liable to a fine of £ T. 20 for
every pilgrim wrongfully landed.

Art. 38. Every violation of the other provisions of the present
Reglement'shall be punished by a fine of from £ T. 10 to £ T. 100.

Art. 39. Every offence proved in the course of the voyage shall
he noted on the bill of health, as well as on the list of pilgrims.
The competent authority shall draw 111) a of it for
transmission to the proper quarter.

Art. 40. In Ottoman ports the offence shall be proved and the
fine imposed by the competent authority, in accordance with the
provisions of Annex IV of the Convention.

Art. 41. All agents called on to assist in carrying out this
Ordinance shall be liable to punishment in accordance with the
laws of their respective countries, in the event of faults being
committed by them in its application.

Art. 42. The present Ordinance shall be posted up, in the
language of the nationality of the vessel, and in the principal
languages of the countries inhabited by the pilgrims to be
taken on board, in a conspicuous and accessible place, on board
each vessel engaged in transporting pilgrims.

Sanitary Regulations applicable to Pilgrim Vessels at the
(reorganized) Sanitary Station of Camaran.

Pilgrim-vessels coming from the south and proceeding to the

Hedjaz shall first touch at the Sanitary station at Caniaran, and

shall be subjected to the following treatment:-
Vessels recognized as healthy after medical visit shall have free

pratique as soon as the following measures shall have been com-
pleted :

The pilgrims shall be landed they shall take a shower or salt-

If no case of cholera, or of diarrbma, or occurrence of a choleraic
character occur during these measures, the pilgrims shall be
immediately re-embarked, and the vessel shall continue its voyage
to the Hedjaz.

Suspected vessels, that is to say, those on board of which there
have been cases of cholera at the time of departure, but no fresh
case for seven days, shall be treated in the following manner: The
pilgrims shall be landed ; they shall take a shower or salt-water
bath ; that part of their effects in use, and of their luggage which,
in the opinion of the Sanity y authority, may be suspicious, shall
be disinfected. The duration of these measures, including landing
and return on board, shall not exceed forty-eight hours. If no
case of cholera, or of choleraic character occur during these
measures, the pilgrims shall be immediately re-embarked, and the
vessel shall proceed to Jeddah, where there shall be a second
medical visit on board. If the result he favourable, and upon the
production of a written declaration by the ship's doctors certifying,
upon oath, that no case has occurred during the voyage, the
pilgrims shall be immediately lauded.

If, on the other hand, cases of cholera or of a choleraic
character should have occurred during the voyage, or at the time of
arrival, the vessel shall be sent,back to Canaan, where it shall be
subjected to the Regulations applicable to infected vessels.

Infected vessels, that is to say, those having on board cases of
cholera or of a choleraic character, or on board of which cases have
appeared within seven days, shall be subjected to the following
treatment:

Those persons suffering from cholera, or front diseases of a
choleraic character, shall be landed and isolated at the hospital.
Disinfection shall be thoroughly carried out. The other passengers
shall be landed and isolated in groups, of as few as possible, in such
a way that all may not be affected in a particular group if cholera
should break out.

The soiled linen, utensils, and clothing of the crew and of the
passengers shall be disinfected as well as the vessel.

The local Sanitary authority shall decide whether the discharge
of the heavy luggage and the cargo be necessary, whether the whole
vessel should be disinfected, or whether only a portion of the vessel
should uuderr-o disinfection.

The travellers shall stop five days at the establishment at
Camaran; when the cases of cholera date back several days,
the duration of the isolation may be diminished. This time may
vary according to the date of the appearance of the last case, and
according to the docision of the Sanitary authority.

The ship shall then be sent to Jeddah, where a stringent
medical visit shall take place on hoard. If the result is favour-
able, the pilgrims shall land. If, on the contrary, the cholera
or signs of cholera should allow themselves on hoard during the
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voyage or at the moment of arrival, the ship shall be sent hack to
Cautaran , where it shall again be subjected to the rdgiute for
infected ships.

Imp rw;ements to be made at the Sanitary Station of Camaran.

A.-Complete evacuation of the Island of Camaran by its
inhabitants.

13.-Means for safeguarding ships and for facilitating navigation
ill the bay of the Island of Camaran:

1. The placing of a sufficient number of buoys and beacons
2. Construction of a mole or principal quay for landing pas-

sengers and their luggage
3. A different landing-stage for the separate embarkation of

the pilgrims from each camp
4. A sufficient number of barges with a steams-tug to insure

the service of the landing of the pilgrims, and of their return on
board

The landing of pilgrims from infected vessels shall be made by
means to be supplied by the vessel itself.

C.Time installation of a Sanitary station, which shall com-

2. Premises for the Administration and for the staff of the
Sanitary and other services;

1. Steam stoves in sufficient number, and possessing all the

necessary conditions of security, efficacy, and rapidity ;

Iv the Venice Sanitary Convention of 30th January, 1892;
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3. Distilling machines, apparatus for the sterilization of water
by heat ; machines for making ice;

The establishment of canals and of closed and water-tight
reservoirs for the distribution of drinking water, which can only be
emptied by means of cocks or punips

4. Bacteriological laboratories with the necessary staff;
5. The installation of moveable open pans to receive the Neal

The spread of this matter on some
part of the island furthest from the. camps, taking into consideration
the conditions necessary for the welfare of the fields from it hygienic
point of view;

6. Dirty water shall be taken away from the camps without
being allowed to stagnate or to be used for feeding purposes.

E.-The Sanitary authorities shall take steps to secure in each
camp the establishment of stores for food and fuel.

The supervision of the quality of the food and the provision of
a sufficient supply shall be carried out every day by the doctor in
charge of the camp.

Reorgancizationz of the Sanitary Station of Djebel-Tor.

With regard to the reorganization of Djebel-'Tor, the High
Contracting parties, while confirming the recommendations and
opinions formulated by the Conference of Venice with respect to

Sanitary Measures to be applied on the departure of Pilgrims from
the Ports of Hedjaz.

The measures to be adopted for the departure from Jeddah
and Yambo of pilgrims who are going south. are to be the same
with regard to medical inspection and disinfection as those laid
down for departure from the ports situated beyond the Strait of
Bab-el-Mandeb, namely:-

1. A compulsory personal medical examination of every one
taking passage on board to be made by day, on land, for whatever
time may be necessary, at the moment of embarkation, by. the
doctors delegated by the Sanitary authority.

2. Compulsory and strict disinfection to be carried out on land
under the superintendence of the doctor delegated by the public
authority, of every object contaminated, or suspected of contamina-
tion, in accordance with the provisions of Article 5 of the first
Regulation inserted in Annex 1V of the Venice Sanitary Con-
ventior.

For the pilgrims who embark on vessels going northwards,
disinfection shall take place at Djebel-Tor, except when there is
cholera at the Hedjaz; in that case, the above measures shall be
applied also to such vessels at Jeddah and Yambo.

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ANNEX IV.

Superintendence and Execution.

1. The execution and the superintendence of the measures
with respect to pilgrimages determined by the present Con-
vention shall he confided, in as far as the Superior Council of
Health at Constantinople has jurisdiction, to a Committee chosen
from that Council. ']'his Committee shall be composed of three
of the Representatives of Turkey on the Council and of Repre-
sentatives of the Powers who have acceded, or who shall accede, to
the Sanitary Conventions of Venice, Dresden, and Paris. The
Presidency of the Committee shall be conferred upon one of
the Ottoman members. In the event of equality of votes, the
vote of the President shall decide.

2. In order to insure the necessary guarantees for the proper
working of the different sanitary establishments enumerated in the
present Convention, a corps of diplomaed and competent doctors
shall be constituted, as well as of disinfectors, of skilled mechanics.
and of sanitary nurses, recruited from among those persons who
have served in the army or navy as officers or non-commissioned
officers.

3. With regard to the expenses arising{ from the system to be
established by the present Convention, it would be expedient to
maintain the present arrangement, with respect to the division of
the expenses between the Ottoman Government and the Superior
Council of Health of Constantinople, a division which has been
settled after an understanding between the Ottoman Government
and the Powers represented on the Council.

4. The Sanitary authority of the Ottoman port of call, or of
arrival, who records an infraction shall draw up a proc%.s-verbal, on
which the captain may inscribe his observations. A certified

copy of this Inroces-verbal shall be transmitted, either at the port of

call or at the port of arrival, to the Consular authority of the

country whose flag the ship carries. This authority shall take steps

to ensure the deposit of the fine in his own hands. In the absence of

the Consul, the Sanitary authority shall receive the fine on deposit.

The fine shall not definitely accrue to the Superior Council of

Health of Constantinople until the Consular Commission, indicated

in the following Article, shall have pronounced on the validity of

the penalty.
A second copy of the prods-verbal, certified as correct, should

be addressed, by the Sanitary authority which has recorded the

offence, to the President of the Council of Health of Constanti-

nople, who shall communicate this document to the Consular

Commission.
A note shall be inserted on the licence by the Sanitary or
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Consular authority, indicating the offence observed and the deposit
of the fine.

5. A Consular Commission shall be constituted at Constan-
tinople, in order to decide upon the contradictory declarations of
the Sanitary agent and the captain accused. It shall be nomi-
nated every year by the Consular Body. The Sanitary Adminis-
tration may be represented by ,in anent occupying the position of
a Public Department.

The Consul of the nation interested sl:all always be invited to
attend. He shall have a right to vote.

6. The amount produced by the taxes and sanitary fines may
in no case be employed for objects other than those belonging to
the Sanitary Concils.

Ilecdal atit, )?.

The Governments Signatory to the Sanitary Convention colt-
eluded at Paris on the 3rd April, 1894, having considered it
advisable to make certain amendments in the diplomatic instru-
ment of the said Convention, before the exchange of the ratifica-
tions, the Undersigned, duly authorized to this effect, have agreed
to the following provisions:-

1. Paragraph 5 of Section A of Annex 1 of the Convention
shall be worded as follows :

5. The pilgrims shall be obliged, if the local circumstances
permit, to prove their possession of the means strictly necessary
to accomplish the pilgrimage to and fro, and for the stay in the
Holy Places."

Article 13 of the Rule inserted in Section B of the same
Annex 1 shall be replaced by the following Article:

Article 13. The vessel should be capable of accommodating
the pilgrims between decks.

"Besides the crew, the ship must provide for every individual,
whatever his age, a surface of at least 150 dechnetres square, with
a height between decks of at least 1 metro 80 centim.

On coasting ships each pilgrims must have a space at his
disposal of at least 2 metres in breadth, measured along the
gmnvales of the vessel."

3. The Signatory Govermnents agree that the ratifications of
the Government of Her Britannic Majesty shall not contain
Annex 3 of the Convention. The stipulations of that Annex shall
not apply, in consequence, to the ships of war or merchant-ships
of Great Britain, Ireland, and of British India.

4. The present Declaration shall remain annexed to the Intel'-
national Sanitary Convention of Paris of the 3rdApril, 1894, shall
be inserted in the ratifications of the High Contracting Parties,
and shall he substituted for the reservations inscribed in the process-
verbal of signature of the Convention, dated the 3rd April, 1894.

Note.

A Declaration was made by the British Plenipotentiaries, and

recorded in the Protocol of Signature of the above Convention on

the 3rd April, 1894, to the effect that the said Convention shal

after ratification, be applicable to all the Colonies and possessions

of Her Britannic Majesty, with the exception of those which

follow, viz., Canada, Newfoundland, the Cape of Good Hope, Natal,

New South Wales, Victoria, Queensland, Tasmania, South

Australia, Western Australia, and New Zealand.

It was further declared that the stipulations of the Convention

shall be applicable to any of the above-mentioned Colonies or

possessions if, in their name, a notification to that effect shall have

been addressed by Iter Britannic Majesty's Representative at Paris

to the French Minister of Foreign Affairs within a period of one

year from the date of the deposit of the ratifications of the Cou-

vention.
