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ADDITIONAL CONVENTION SUPPLEMENTARY

TO THE CONVENTION OF SEPTEMBER 7,
1888, RESPECTING THE EXCHANGE OF
PARCELS BY PARCEL POST BETWEEN
FRANCE AND MAURITIUS.

Hrn Majesty the Queen of
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, Empress of
India, and the president of the
French Republic, desiring to
arrange an exchange of insured
parcels between the British
Colony of Mauritius and
France, on the basis of the
International Convention of
Washington of the 15th of
.Tune, 1897, have resolved to
supplement, by an Additional
Convention, the Convention
signed at Paris on the 7th of
September, 1888, respecting the
parcel post service between
Mauritius and France, and for
that purpose have named as
their Plenipotentiaries:

ARTICLE L.

1. Postal parcels insured tip
to the amount of 500 francs or
800 rupees may be exchanged
between Mauritius and France
on payment b1• the sender of an
insurance fee at the rate of
20 centimes for each 300 francs
or fraction of 300 francs, in
addition to the fees applicable
to uninsured parcels.

This fee is made up as fol-
lows :-

5 ecutiunes for the share of
Mauritius ;

5 centimes for the Freuuh
share;

10 centuries for the sea ser-

vice.
2. To the Postal Administra-

tion of \lauriLius is reserved
the power of levying on the
insured parcels dispatched from
the Colony it territorial in-
surance surtax of 5 centimes
for each 300 francs (180 ru-
pees) or fraction of 300 francs
(180 rupees), and it fixed ro-
gistration fee not exceeding
25 centimes per parcel.

ARTICLE 1.

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3. To the Postal Administra-
tions of Mauritius and France
is reserved the power of fixing
subsequently by common con-
sent, if their respective Laws or
Regulations permit, the rates
and conditions applicable to
postal parcels insured for sums
exec; ding 500 francs or 300 ru-
pees.

ARTICLE I1.

In all cases either of loss, of
abstraction, or of damage, ex-
cept such as are beyond control,
the sender of an insured parcel,
or, in default of the sender or
at his request, the addressee,
has a claim to an indemnity
corresponding with the actual
amount of the loss, abstraction,
or damage. Nevertheless, this
indemnity cannot exceed the
amount foe which the parcel
has been insured.

The Administrations cease to
be responsible for the insured
articles contained in parcels for
which it receipt has been given
without remark by the persons
entitled to them.

ARTICLE 11 I.

The insurance of it parcel for
more than its real value is for-
bidden. If such an insurance
is effected with intent to de-
fraud, the sender loses all right
to compensation, and that with-
out prejudice to any legal pro-
ceedings provided for by the
legislation of the country of
origin.

ARTICLE V.

ARTICLE \, 1.

The Postal Administration of
Crept Britain and the Postal
Admriuistr Lion of France may
hereafter, if circumstances per-
mit, arrange for an exchange of
insured parcels by parcel post
Ietweea any British Colony,
Possession, or Protectorate and
France.

ARTICLE I'll

The present Convention,
which shall be considered as
supplementary to the Conven-
tion of the 7th of September,
1888, shall be ratified, and the
ratifications shall be exchanged
as soon as possible. It shall he
brought into operation on a day
.to be agreed upon by the Postal
Administrations of Mauritius
and France after it has been
promulgated according to the
special laws of the United
Kingdom and France.
