ARTICLE I.

Money orders may be ex-
changed by telegraph between
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, on the one
side, and France and Algeria,
on the other side.

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ARTICLE II.

The sender of a telegraph
money order may add to the
prescribed form for such order
a private commmmication ad-
dressed to the payee.

He will be required to pay,
in addition to the ordinary
commission on a money order,
the cost of the telegram of
advice and the cost of the
private connuunieation, if he
sends one, addressed to the
payee.

Telegraph money orders will
not be subject to any charges
other than those provided for
in this Article, or other than
those which may be levied in
conformity with the Interna-
tional Telegraph Regulations.

Nevertheless, the British
Postal Administration reserves
to itself the right to levy from
the sender of each telegraph
money order; independently of
the charges above mentioned,
a supplementary charge, the
amount of which will be fixed
and retained by that Admini-
stration.

ARTICLE 111.

The Regulations of the In-
ternational Telegraph Conven-
tion which apply to the
transmission and delivery of
ordinary telegrams, to the
service instructions adopted in
the relations between the
United Kingdom and France,
and to the repayment of tele-
graph charges, shall in like
manner apply to telegraph
money orders.

In cases of fictitious orders,
in which it may be impossible
to determine in which country
the fraud may have been com-
mitted, the responsibility for
any losses involved shall be
shared equally by the British
and French Postal Administra-
tions.
