AGREEMENT additional to the
Convention of the 18th Decem-
ber, 1888, concerning the ex-
change of Money Orders between
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland and Bel-
giune,

The Undersigned, duly autho-
rized to that effect by their
respective Governments, have
agreed as follows :—

ARTICLE I.

The third paragraph of
Article VII of the Convention
of the 18th December, 1888, is
superseded by the following
text: “For this purpose, the
smaller credit shall be eonverted
into the same currency as the
larger credit, on the basis of
the average rate of exchange,
which shall be determined and,
if necessary, revised from time
to time, by mutual agreement
between the two Administra-
tions.”

as possible at London.
