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CONVENTION BETWEEN THE UNITED KING-

DOM AND FRANCE RESPECTING COM-

-MERCIAL RELATIONS BETWEEN FRANCE

AND INDIA.

Signed at London, February 19, 1903.

[Ratifications s'celanged at London, March 27, 1905.]

HIS Majesty the Icing of
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland and of the
British Dominions beyond the
Seas, Emperor of India, and
the President of the French
Republic, desiring to facilitate
the commercial relations be-
tween France and India, have
resolved to conclude a Conven-
tion to that effect, and have
named as their respective Pleni-
potentiaries :

His Majesty the King of
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland and of the
British Dominions beyond the
Seas, Emperor of India, the

Who, having reciprocally com-
municated their full powers,
found in good and due form,
have agreed as follows:-.

ARTICLE 1.

The following colonial pro-
ducts : coffee, cocoa, popper,
pimento, amonnuns and carda-
moms, cinnamon, cassia lignea,
nutmegs, mace, cloves, vanilla,
and tea, produce of India, shall
enjoy, on importation into
France, Algeria, French Co-
lonies and possessions, and the
Protectorates of Indo - China
and Tullis, the lowest customs
duties applicable to similar
products of any other foreign
Origin.

ARTICLE IT.

Reciprocally, the natural
and manufactured products of
France, Algeria, French Colo-
nies ana possessions, and the
Protectorates of Indo-China
and Tunis, shall enjoy, without
restriction or reserve, on impor-
tation into India, the lowest
customs duties applicable to
similar products of other foreign
origin.

Further, the duties on vinegar
in casks and copperas produced
in France, Algeria, French Colo-

ARTICLE F.

Les denrees coloniales de

ARTICLE IT.

R6ciproquement, les produits
naturels et fabriquds,originaires
de France, d'Algdrie, des Colo-
nies et possessions Frangaises,
des pays de Protectorat de
l'Indo - Chine et de la Tunisie,
bdn6ticieront, sans aucune re-
striction in reserve, a leer impor-
tation clans les Indes, des taxes
de douano les plus rdduites
applicables aux prodnits simi-
laires de toute autre origine
etrang6re.

ARTICLE III.

The certificates of origin
which may be required for the
admission of goods to the pre-
ferential conditions stipulated
in the present Treaty shall be
vise by French Consuls and by
British Consuls without levying
Consular fees.

ARTICLE IV.

The privileges and engage-

ments comprised in this Con-
vention shall extend to native

States of India which, by
Treaty with His Britannic

Majesty or otherwise, may be

entitled to be placed with re-

gard to the stipulations of the

Convention on the saute footing

as British India.

His Majesty's .,Government
will communicate from time to
.time to the Government of the
Republic a list of these States.

ARTICLE V.

The present Convention shall
he ratified by the two Govern-
ments as soon as possible, and
the ;atifications shall be ex-
changed at London. It shall
come into effect immediately
after the exchange of ratifica-
tions, and shall remain in force
