clude a Convention to that
effect, and have named as their
respective Plenipotentiaries:

Republic, Monsieur Paul Chin-
bon, Ambassador of the French
Republic at London:

Who, having reciprocally coin-
uumicated their full powers,
found in good and due form,
have agreed as follows:-

ARTICLE I

The following colonial pro-
ducts : coffee, cocoa, pepper,
pimento, auiomuuis and carda-
moms, cinnamon, cassia lignea,
nutmegs, mace, cloves, vanilla,
and tea, produce of the Sey-
chelles Islands, shall enjoy, on
importation into France, _ll-
geria, French Colonic; and
possessions, and the protector-
ates of Indo-China and Tunis,
the lowest customs duties
applicable to similar products
of any other foreign origin.

ARTICLE, IL

Reciprocally, the natural
and manufactured products of
France, Algeria, French Colu-
uies and possessions, and the
Protectorates of ludo-China
and Tunis, shall enjoy, without
restriction or reserve on impor-
tation into the Seychelles Is-
lands, the lowest customs duties
applicable to similar products of
other foreign origin.

Further, the duties on wine
produced in France, Algeria,
French Colonies and posses-
sions, and the Protectorates of
Indo-China and Tunis shall be
reduced as follows : Front 10 to
9 rupees for wine in casks;
from 4 to 2 rupees per dozen
bottles for wine in bottles. The

tion of terminating it.
