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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNITED KING-

DOM AND SWITZERLAND RESPECTING COM-

MERCIAL TRAVELLERS' SAMPLES.

Signed at Berne, February 20, 1907.

Agreement concluded between the
Government of His Majesty the
King of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Ireland,
etc., etc., and the Swiss Federal
Council respecting the mutual
recognition of the distinctive
marks afted to samples con-
veyed by commercial ' travellers
of the two countries.

THE Government of His
Majesty the King of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and
Ireland, etc., etc., and the Swiss
Federal Council, being desirous
of facilitating the clearance of
samples of goods brought by
commercial travellers of one of
the two States into the territories
of the other, to be used as models
or patterns for the purpose of
obtaining orders and not for
sale, mutually agree as follows :

The marks, stamps or seals af-
fixed by the Customs authorities
of one country to commercial
samples at the time of exporta-
tion and the list of such samples
drawn up in proper form and
certified by . the competent
autho rittyy, such list containing

The
Customs authorities of either
country are, however, at liberty
to affix a supplementary mark
to such samples, should this
precaution, in particular cases,
be considered necessary.
