Aq'reement additionial to the
Convention for the Exchange
of Money Orders concluded
between the United Kingdom
of Great Rritaioand Ireland
and France on the. 21st of
September 1887.

His Majesty the King of
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland and of the
British Dominions beyond the
Seas, Emperor of India, and the
President of the French Re-
public having recognized the
necessity for modifying the
stipulation of the Convention
of the 21st of September 1887
which fixes the rate of the
deduction made by each Ad-
ministration from the amounts
of the Orders exchanged through
its Agency and being desirous
to facilitate the transmission of
money by means of Post Office
Money Orders between certain
of their respective Colonies,
have resolved to substitute for

stipulation, and to complete the
same Convention by the addi-
tion of Article XII (2) set
forth hereinafter.

ARTICLE II.

On every remittance of money
made by virtue of the preceding
Article, a commission shall be
paid by the remitter corre-
sponding in amount to that
charged for a similar remittance
to the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland.

Moreover, the Post Office of
the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland may deduct,
for its profit, from the amounts
of the Orders exchanged through
its Agency, by virtue of Ar-
ticle I preceding, an additional
commission, the amount of
which it shall determine for
itself. This additional commis-
sion shall not however exceed
threepence per pound sterling.

ARTICLE XII (2).

The British Colonies specified
in the list referred to in Ar-
ticle IX preceding may more-
over issue Money Orders for
payment in the French Colonies
indicated in the Anglo-French
Convention of this day, and pay
Money Orders issued in those
Colonies. These Orders shall be
transmitted through the double
Agency of the British and
French Post Offices which shall
have power respectively to
make the deductions from their
amounts provided for by Article
11 preceding and by Article If

The . present -Additional
Agreement shall be ratified and
the ratifications thereof shall be
exchanged at Paris, as-soon as
possible.
