" Quo ces negotiations so poursuivront sons los auspices du

Conseil supreme mitre les Puissances alliees et associees interessees
qui, aux termes do Particle 855, seront representees a la Commission
centrals du Rhin, et le Gouvernement des Pays-Bas,"

Se sont roncontres a Paris, les 20 mars, 16 et 17 avril 1920, avec
les Delegues soussignes du Gouvernement des Pays-Bas, en vue
d'etablir l'entente prevue an dernier alinea de Particle 354 du Traits
de Versailles du 28 juin 1919, relativement a ]'application des stipu-
lations de ce Traits concernant le regime du Rhin.

Cos Delegues sont tombes d'accord sur les conclusions suivantes :

1° II est entendu que les dispositions contennes dans l'Acte
additionnel du 18 septembre 1895 et In Convention du 4 juin 1898
portant modifications a la Convention de 1868, seront appliquees a
la navigation du Rhin an meme titre et sous les memos conditions que -
les dispositions de In Convention do Mannheim du 17 octobre 1868;

2° Il est entendu quo les Pays-Bas collaboreront, dans les memes
conditions que les Puissances alliees et associees representees a ]a
Commission centrale du Rhin, a l'etablissement do Is Convention
generale visee aux articles 338 et 354 dudit Traits;

3° En outre los deux representants prevus a ]'article 355, los
Pays-Bas auront la faculte do deleguer a ]a Commission centrals du
Rhin un troisieme representant;

4° Il est entendu quo les dispositions de ]'article 356 no doivent
pas titre interpretees comme prejugeant de 1'etendue territorials do
Is competence de Is Commission centrals du Rhin, non plus quo de Is
valeur juridique do ses reglements;

5° Il est entendu que ]a communication visee a ]'alinea 2 de
]'article 358 sera prealable a ]'execution des travaux qui no pourront
titre entrepris qu'apres adhesion do la Commission centrale du Rhin



Protocol relative to the Accession of the Netherlands
to the Modifications introduced by the Treaty of
Versailles into the Mannheim Convention of 1868.

Signed at Paris, January 21, 1921.

(Translation.)

THE undersigned Delegates of the Governments of Belgium,
France, Great Britain and Italy, acting in conformity with the
Resolution of the Supreme Council of the Allied and Associated
Powers of the 2nd October, 1919, stating :-

That the President of the Peace Conference shall invite the
Netherlands Government to take part in the negotiations provided
for by Article 354 of the Treaty with Germany relative to the modi-
fications to be introduced into the Mannheim Convention of 1868;

That these negotiations shall be conducted under the auspices
of the Supreme Council between the Allied and Associated Powers
concerned who, according to the terms of Article 355, shall be repre-
sented on the Central Commission for the Rhine, and the Govern-
moat of the Netherlands,"

Have assembled at Paris on the 20th March, 16th and 17th April,
1920, together with the undersigned Delegates of the Government
of the Netherlands, in order to arrive at the understanding provided
for in the last paragraph of Article 354 of the Treaty of Versailles of
the 28th June, 1919, relative to the application of the stipulations
of that Treaty regarding the r6gimo of the Rhine.

These Delegates have agreed to the following conclusions

1. It is agreed that the stipulations contained in the Additional
Act of the 18th September, 1895, and the Convention of the 4th June,
1898, introducing modifications into the Convention of 1868, shall
be applied to the navigation of the Rhine by the same authority and
under the same conditions as the provisions of the Mannheim Con-
vention of the 17th October, 1868;

2. It is agreed that the Netherlands will collaborate, on the same
conditions as the Allied and Associated Powers represented on the
Central Commission for the Rhino, in drawing up the general Con-
volition contemplated in Articles 338 and 354 of the said Treaty;

9. In addition to the two representatives provided for in Article
355, the Netherlands will be at liberty to appoint a third reprosonta-
tive to the Central Commission for the Rhino;

4. It is agreed that the provisions of Article 356 must not be
construed as prejudging the extent territorially of the competence
of the Central Commission for the Rhine nor of the juridical
authority of its regulations;

5. It is agreed that the communication referred to in paragraph 2
of Article 368 shall be prolininary to the execution of the works
which can only be undertaken after the consent of the Central Com-

Los DC16gues do Belgique, do France, de Grande-Bretagne et
d'Italie out fait connaitre aux DeleguCs des Pays-Ras qu'ils trans-
mottrout un exempla,ire du present protocole a la Conference des
Ambassadours, on priant la Conference do vouloir Bien consacrer
cotta entente of faire part de ce fait an Gouvernement des Pays-Bas,
on portaut los termes de cotta entente a la. connaissance de I'Alle-
mague, demander an Gouvernement allemand d'y dormer son
adhesion, ainsi qu'il ost pr6vu a l'article 354, darner alinea, du
Traits do Versailles.

Les Ddlegues des Pays-Bas out fait connaitre que le Gouverne-
ment des Pays-Bas adh6rerait aussitot quo possible aux articles 65,
354 a 356 et 358 a 362 du Trait6 do Versailles, sous le benefice des
conclusions qui precedent.

6. It is agreed that Article 359 does not prejudge the question
of knowing whether delegates of the Central Commission will be
appointed or not;

7. It is agreed that the consent of the Netherlands to the creation,

as regards Netherlands territory, of it deep-draught Rhine-Mouse
navigable waterway cannot be considered as ensuing from her

accession to Article 361 of the Treaty of Versailles and that the said

article only refers to the German portion of the Rhine-Meuse navig-
able waterway;

8. Article 362 must be construed in the following sense : on the
one hand, the lateral canals and channels which may be substituted
in any section of the navigable waterways subject to the jurisdiction
of the Central Commission will ipso facto be subject to that jurisdic-
tion, and, on the other hand, the extension of the jurisdiction of the
Central Commission to other waterways shall not apply in Nether-
lands territory without the consent of the Netherlands.

The Delegates of Belgium, France, Great Britain and Italy have
informed the Netherlands Delegates that they will forward a copy of
this protocol to the Conference of Ambassadors requesting the Con-
ference to be good enough to ratify this Agreement and to inform the

Netherlands Government to this effect, and also to bring to the know-
ledge of Germany the terms of this Agreement and to ask the German
Government to give their accession to it, as provided for in the last
paragraph of Article 354 of the Treaty of Versailles.

The Netherlands Delegates have notified that the Netherlands
Government will accede as soon as possible to Articles 65, 354 to 356
and 858 to 362 of the Treaty of Versailles, benefiting by the arrange-
ments already made. It has been arranged that this accession will
take effect oil the day following that on which the notification will
be made to the Government of the French Republic, that Government
undertaking to bring this notification to the cognisance of the other
Allied and Associated Powers.

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Additional Protocol relative to the Accession of the
Netherlands to the Modifications introduced by the
Treaty of Versailles into the'Mannheim Convention
of 1868.

Signed at Paris, March 29, 1923.

(Translation.)

IN view of differences of opinion in regard to the interpretation
to be attached to the stipulations concerning the Resolutions of the
Central Commission for the Navigation of the .Rhine, and in order to
ensure practically the functioning of that Commission until the
revised Statute provided for by Article 354 of the Treaty of Versailles
shall have been put into operation, the undersigned Delegates of the
Governments of Belgium, France, Great Britain, Italy and the
Netherlands have come to an agreement to apply the said stipulations
in the following manner

The Resolutions of the Central Commission for the Navigation
of the Rhine will be adopted by a majority of votes.

No State is required to ensure the execution of those of the Reso-
lutions to which it shall refuse its approval.

The present decision shall be considered as forming an integral
part of the Protocol signed at Paris on the 21st January, 1921.
