Protocol of an Amendment to
Article 393 of the Treaty of
Versailles and the correspon-
ding Articles of the other
Treaties of Peace.

Tim General Conference of
the International Labour
Organisation of the League of
Nations, having been convened
at.Geneva by the Governing
Body of the International
Labour Office, and having met
in its Fourth Session on the 18th
October, 1922. adopted, at its
meeting on the 2nd November,
1922 , a resolution, being an
amendment to article 393 of the
Treaty of Versailles and the
corresponding articles of the
other Treaties of Peace. This
resolution, the text of which is
contained in a document signed
by the President of the Confer-
ence and the Director of the
International Labour Office and
,deposited with the Secretariat of
the League of Nations on the
26th December, 1922 , reads as
follows :-

" Article 393 of the Treaty of
Versailles and the corresponding
articles of the other Treaties of
Peace shall read as follows :-

" The International Labour
Office shall be under the control
of a Governing Body, consisting
of thirty-two persons :-

Sixteen representing Govern
ments,

Eight representing the em-
plovers and

Eight representing the
workers.

"Of the sixteen persons repre-
senting Governments, eight shall
ho appointed by the members
of chief industrial importance,
and eight shall be appointed by

ding the delegates of the eight
members mentioned above. Of
the sixteen members represen-
ted, six shall be non-European
States.

" Any question as to which
are the members of chief indus-
trial importance shall be decided
by the Council of the League of
Nations.

" The persons representing
the employers and the persons
representing the workers shall
br, elected, respectively, by the
employers' delegates and the
workers' delegates to the Con-
ference. Two employers' repre-
sentatives and two workers'
representatives shall belong to
non-European States.

" The period of office of the
Governing Body shall be three
years.

" The method of filling vacan-
cies and of appointing substi-
stutes, and other similar ques-
tions, may be decided by the
Governing Body, subject to the
approval of the Conference.

" The Governing Body shall..
from time to time, elect one of
its number to act as its chair-
man, shall regulate its own pro-
cedure, and shall fix its own
times of meeting. A special
meeting shall be held if a written
request to that effect is made by-
al least twelve of the representa-
tives on the Governing Body."

The ratification of the
present protocol will be con-
sidered as ratification, within the
meaning of article 422 of the
Treaty of Versailles and of the
corresponding articles of the
other Treaties of Peace, of the
above amendment, which will
come into force in accordance
with the provisions of the said
articles.
A certified copy of the present

protocol will be transmitted by
the Secretary-General to all
members of the International
Labour Organisation.

Done at Geneva, on the 14th
June, 1923, in a single copy, of
which the French and English
texts are both authentic, and
which will be kept in the archives
of the Secretariat of the League
of Nations.
