4th Aungust, 1920,

Having regard to the provisions of article 1, paragraph 2, of this
treaty, His Majesty’s Government now propose that the States of
Johore and Kedah be included among the British-protected States
referred to in the above-quoted article, and that thus the provisions
of the treaty should be applied to the said States. .

I should be grateful to learn whether the Netherlands Govern-
ment concur in this proposal, and, it so, whether the exchange of the
present note and your Excellency’s reply thereto, shall be considered
as establishing and placing on record the agreement of the respective
Governments In this matter. . : -
