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AGREEMENT BETWEEN HIs Brrtanni¢ Majesty aAnNp His
HicENEss THE AMIR OF TRANS-JORDAN RESPECTING THE
Trans-JorpaN O1r Mining Law (No. 18 oF 1940)

Amman, 19th July, 1941

WHEREAs by Article 11 of the Oil Mining Law (No. 18 of 1940) certain
powers and rights are conferred on His Highness the Amir and on the
Government of Trans-Jordan in the event of a state of grave emergency of the
existence of which the Amir shall be the sole judge;

And whereas by an Agreement between His Britannic Majesty and His
Highness the Amir of Trans-Jordan signed on the 20th February, 1928,(%)
(as modified by a subsequent Agreement signed on the 2nd June, 1934)(%)
His Highness the Amir of Trans-Jordan agreed to be guided by and to follow
the advice of His Britannic Majesty in certain matters;

And whereas His Highness the Amir is willing to sign the present -

Agreement with His Britannic Majesty;

Now, therefore, His Britannic Majesty and His Highness the Amir of
Trans-Jordan have resolved to conclude an agreement thereon, and to that
end have appointed as their Plenipotentiaries :

His Majesty The King of Great Britain, Ireland and the British Dominions
beyond the Seas, Emperor of India: ' .
For the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland :
His Excellency Sir Harold Alfred MacMichael, G.C.M.G., D.5.0.;
His Highness the Amir of Trans-Jordan :
* His Excellency Tewfig Pasha Abul Huda, C.B.E., First Class Order
of Nahdha, First' Class Order of Al Istiglal;

Who, having communieated their full powers, found in good and due form,
have agreed as follows: — .

' ArTIcLE T :

His Highness the Amir as Head of the State of Trans-Jordan and-on
behalf of himself and of his heirs and successors agrees to follow the advice
of His Britannic Majesty as to when a state of grave emergency (referred to
in Article 11 of the Oil Mining Law No. 18 of 1940) exists and as to the
exercise by His Highness the Amir or by the Government of Trans-Jordan
of any power or right conferred by the said Article or by any other
law or otherwise in respect of the seizure, appropriation, sale, purchase,
supply, pre-emption, or export of any crude oil or of any product
thereof and of the taking over or control of any buildings or works used in
connexion with the production of crude oil or of any product thereof or held
under any lease granted under the said Oil Mining Law.

. ArticLe I1
The present Agreement has been drawn up in two languages, English and
Arabic, and the Plenipotentiaries of each of the High Contracting Parties
shall sign two English copies and two Arabic copies. Both texts shall have
the same validity, but in case of divergence between the two in their
interpretation of one or other of the Articles of the present Agreement the
English text shall prevail.

' In faith whereof the above-mentioned Plenipotentiaries have signed the
present Agreement.
