Tenho a honra de levar ao conhecimento de Vossa Exceléncia que o
Govérno dos Estados Unidos do Brasil, legalmente autorizado a regular as
importagées e exportacdes através da Carteira de Exportagio e lmportacio
do Banco do Brasil S.A., e animado do desejo de elevar as transac;ﬁes comerciais
com ¢ Reino Unido da Gri-Bretanha e Irlanda do Norte ao midximo volume
praticavel em relagdo as perspectivas do balango de pagamentos, estd dc acdrdo
com as disposi¢des seguintes :—

1. O Govérno dos Estados Umdos do Brasil e o Govérno do Reino Umdo
da Gra-Bretanha e Irlanda - do Norte autorizardo, guando regularmente
solicitadas, na conformidade da legislagdo em vigbr em ambos os paises. a
exportagio e importagio das mercadorias ou produtos constantes das
listas “A ™ e “B” anexas, até o limite minimo dos valores nelas indicados,
cuya aquisi¢io ficara sujeita, em cada caso, a acdrdo sdbre precos e qualidades
entre compradores e vendedores.

2. A autouza(;ao para a exportagio ¢ 1mportac;ao dos produtos constantes
das listas “A ™ e “B" ficard subordinada ao principio bésico de equxhbno
razodvel dos pagamentos entre os dois paises, respeitando-se, outrossimi, tanto
guanto possivel, a distribui¢do proporcional dos produtos em cada uma das
listas.

3. As mercadorias mencionadas nas listas “ A" ¢ “ B ” e importadas no
dmbito do presente. entendimento, serio destinadas exclusivamente ao
consumo interno ou 2 transformagio pelas manufaturas do pais importador.
Poder-se-do, entretanto, admitir excegdes pot acordo mutuo eatre os dois
Govérpos.

4. Qs pagamentos das mercadorias 1mportadas ou exportadas com base
neste entendimento serio efetuados de conformidade com os dispositivos do
Convénio de Pagamentos vigente entre os dois paises.

5. As listas a que se refere a presente nota poderdo, a qualquer momento.
ser modificadas por mutue acbrdo entre os dois Govérnos.

6. Os Govérnos dos Estados Unidos do Brasil e do Reino Unido da
Gri-Bretanha e Irlanda do Norte promoverde a constitnigdo de uma
Comissdo Mista incumbida de acompanhar e facilitar a execugdo déste
entendimento, ‘e de formular sugestdes .para o fomento do intercimbio
comercial e revisio ou ampliagio das listas “ A7 e “B”. A Comissio Mista
serd sediada no Rio de Janeiro-e compor-se-4 de representantes designados
pelos dois Govérnos.
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7. O presente entendimento serd tido como valido por um ano a partir
de 1° de julho de 1950. Qualquer dos dois Govérnos poderd tomar a
iniciativa para a sua renovagio ou revisdo no prazo mdximo de sessenta dias
antes de sua expiragio.

8. Esta Nota e a do mesmo tedr que Vossa Exceléncia se dignou dirigir-
me na data de hoje serdo consideradas como instrumento do entendimento
acordado entre os nossos dois Govérnos.

Your Excellency, 18th September, 1950.
I have the honour to acknowledge the receipt of your Note of to-day’s
date, in which your Excellency proposes the conclusion of an undertaking
in the following terms:—

“I have the honour to inform your Excellency that the Government of
the United States of Brazil, legally authorised to regulate imports and exporis
through the Export and Import Bureau of the Bank of Brazil, and animated
by a desire 1o raise commercial transactions with the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland to the maximum volume compatible with the
prospect of a balance of payments, is in agreement with the following: —

1. The Government of the United States of Brazil and the Government
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland shall authorise,
when application is made in accordance with legislation in force in both
countries, the exportation and importation of goods or products shown in
Lists A and B attached, up to the minimum limit of the values therein
indicated, the purchase of which shall remain subject, in each case, to agree-
ment on price and quality between buyer and selier.

2. Authorisations for the exportation and importation of products shown

in Lists A and B shall be given in accordance with the basic principle of.

reasonable equilibrium in sterling payments, respecting besides, as far as
possible, the praportions which the various products in each list represent of
the total for that list.

3. The goods mentioned in Lists A and B and imported under the present
understanding are intended exclusively for internal consumption or for conver-
sion by manufacturers of the importing country. Exceptions may, however, be
allowed by mutual agreement between the two Governments.

4. Payment for the goods imported or exported on the basis of this
understanding shall be effected in conformity with the provisions of the
Payments Agreement* in force between the two countries.

5. The lists to which the present Note refers may at any time be amended
by mutual agreement between the itwo Governments.

6. The Governments of the United States of Brazil and of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland shall set up a Mixed Com-
mission responsible for facilitating the execution of the present understanding
and formulating suggestions for the development of commercial exchanges
or the revision and extension of Lists A and B. The Mixed Commission
shall have its seat in Rio de Janeiro and shall be composed of representatives
designated by both Governments.

7. The present understanding shall be deemed to have come into force on
st July 1950, and shall remain valid for one year from that date. Negotia-
tions for its renewal or revision may be initiated by either of the Governments
not later than sixty days before its expiry.

This Note and the one of the same tenor which your Excellency has
addressed to me under to-day’s date shall be considered as placing on record
the undertaking reached between our two Governments.”

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In reply, I have the honour to inform your Excellency that His Majesty’s
Government in the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
concur in the undertaking referred to in the terms set forth above and this
reply shall be regarded as constituting an undertaking between our two
Governments in this matter.
