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AMENDMENT TO THE STATUTE OF THE
COUNCIL OF EUROPE

Strasbourg, May 4, 1953

Certificate of the Secretary-General

Whereas paragraph (d) of Article 41 of the Statute of the Council of
Europe(') provides that amendments to Articles 23-35, 38 and 39 which have
been approved by the Committee of Ministers and the Consultative Assembly
shall come into force on the date of the certificate of the Secretary-General,
transmitted to the Governments of Members, certifying that they have been
so approved,

The Secretary-General hereby certifies as follows:

1. The Consultative Assembly, at its meeting of 27th September, 1952,
approved the amendment to Article 25 of the Statute the text of which is set
out below.

2. The Committee of Ministers approved, on 30th April, 1953, the same
amendment.

3. Both organs of the Council of Europe having thus approved it, the
amendment will come into force this 4th day of May, 1953, being the date of
this certificate, transmitted on the same date to the Governments of all Members.

The text of the amendment referred to above is as follows:-
" The two following sub-paragraphs shall be added to paragraph (a)

of Article 25 of the Statute of the Council of Europe:
" The term of office of Representatives thus appointed will date from

the opening of the Ordinary Session following their appointment; it will
expire at the opening of the next Ordinary Session or of a later Ordinary
Session , except that, in the event of elections to their Parliaments having
taken place, Members shall be entitled to make new appointments.

" If a Member fills vacancies due to death or resignation, or proceeds
to make new appointments as a result of elections to its Parliament, the
term of office of the new Representatives shall date from the first Sitting
.of the Assembly following their appointment."

Le Secretaire General, par les presentes, certifie ce qui suit:

1. L'Assemblee Consultative, an cours de sa seance du 27 septembre 1952,
a approuve I'amendement a l'article 25 du Statut dont le texte est reproduit
ci-dessous.

2. Le Comite des Ministres a, le 30 avril 1953, approuve le meme
amendement.

3. Cet amendement ainsi approuve par les deux organes du Conseil de
]'Europe, entrera en vigueur cc 4 mai 1953, date du present Proces-Verbal,
communique le meme jour aux gouvernements de tons les Membres.

Le texte de l'amendement ci-dessus mentionne est le suivant:

" Le paragraphe (a) de ]'article 25 du Statut du Conseil de ]'Europe est
complete par les deux alineas suivants:

" Le mandat des Representants ainsi designs prend effet a l'ouverture
de la session ordinaire suivant leur designation; it n'expire qu'a l'ouverture
de la session ordinaire suivante on d'une session ordinaire ulterieure, sauf
le droit des Membres de proceder a de nouvelles designations a la suite
d'elections parlementaires.

" Si un Membre pourvoit aux sieges devenus vacants par suite de
deces ou de demission on procede a de nouvelles designations a In suite
d'elections parlementaires, le mandat des nouveaux representants prend
effet a la premiere reunion de l'Assemblee suivant leur designation."
