The Acting Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs to the Belgian Ambassador

Foreign Office, S.W.1,
Your Excellency, September 5, 1953.

With-reference -to -the negotiations-which-have taken place-between-repre-
sentatives of the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland and the Belgian Government in regard to the exchange of
official publications, I have the honour to propose that there shall be an
exchange of official publications between the two Governments in accordance
with the following provisions :-

(1) Each Government shall supply regularly, carriage paid to destination,
one copy of each of the serial publications specified on a list previously
compiled. Alterations to these lists may be made from time to time
by mutual agreement between the two exchanging bodies.

(2) Each Government shall, at the request of the other party, supply non-
serial publications according to arrangements to be agreed upon by
the exchanging bodies.

(3) Each Government shall aim at assuring a broad general basis of
parity between the publications to be exchanged. Each party shall
be at liberty to denounce the present agreement if it finds itself called
upon to supply publications exceeding in value those which it receives.

(4) The responsible authority in Brussels for the transmission and receipt
of publications shall be the Service des Echanges Internationaux de la
Bibliotheque Royale de Belgique; the responsible authority in London
for the transmission of publications shall be Her Britannic Majesty's
Stationery Office, and, for the receipt of publications, the British
Museum.

(5) The present agreement neither detracts from nor cancels any exchange
arrangements already existing between United Kingdom and Belgian
Government bodies.

If the foregoing arrangements are acceptable to the Belgian Government,
I have the honour to suggest that the present Note together with your
Excellency's reply in similar terms should constitute an Agreement between
the two Governments, which shall be regarded as having entered into force
as from the 1st of January, 1953.

The Belgian Ambassador to the Acting Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs

Ambassade de Belgique,
Monsieur le Marquis, Londres, le 10 septembre 1953.

J'ai l'honneur d'accuser reception d Votre Excellence de Sa communication
en date du S. septembre 1953, ainsi tongue :

" Me referant aux negotiations qui ont eu lieu entre des reprdsentants
du Gouvernement du Royaume-Uni de.Grande-Bretagne et d'Irlande du Nord
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et du Gouvernement beige en cc qui concerne l'echange de publications
officielles, j'ai l'honneur de proposer que les deux Gouvernements procedent
a un echange de publications officielles conformement aux dispositions
suivantes :

(1) Chaque Gouvernement fournira regulierement, franc de port jusqua
destination, un exemplaire de chacune des publications periodiques
mentionnees sur one liste prealablement etablie. Des modifications
pourront etre apportees periodiquement a ces listes apres accord
reciproque des deux services d'echange.

(2) Chaque Gouvernement fournira, sur demande de l'autre partie, les
publications non-periodiques suivant les arrangements a convenir entre
les deux bureaux d'echange.

(3) Chaque Gouvernement visera a assurer une large base gdnerale
d'equilibre entre les publications a echanger. Il sera loisible a chacune
des deux parties de denoncer le present accord, si ells se voit appelde
a foumir des publications dent la valeur excede celle des publications
qu'elle regoit.

(4) A Bruxelles, les services charges de la transmission et de la reception
des publications sont le Service des Echanges Internationaux de la
Bibliotheque Royale de Belgique; les services londoniens charges de
la transmission des publications sont le " Stationery Office" de Sa
Majeste Britannique et le Service charge de la reception des publications
est le British Museum.

(5) Le present accord n'abroge aucun des accords sur les echanges existants
entre les organismes gouvernementaux belges et britanniques. et n'y
apporte aucune modification.

Si le Gouvernement beige accepte les arrangements ci-dessus, j'ai
l'honneur de suggerer que la presente Note et la reponse de Votre Excellence,
concue en termer semblables, constituent un accord entre les deux Gouverne-
ments, qui sera considers comme etant entre en vigueur a partir du
ler janvier 1953."
