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PART I

EUROPEAN CONVENTION ON SOCIAL AND MEDICAL
ASSISTANCE

Paris, December 11, 1953

The Governments signatory hereto, being Members of the Council of
Europe,

Considering that the aim of the Council of Europe is to achieve a
greater unity between its Members for the purpose, among others, of
facilitating their social progress;

Being resolved, in accordance with this purpose, to extend their co-opera-
tion in the social field by establishing the principle of equal treatment for
the nationals of each of them in the application of legislation providing for
social and medical assistance; and

Desiring to conclude a Convention to this end,

Have agreed as follows:-

SECTION I

General Provisions

ARTICLE 1
Each of the Contracting Parties undertakes to ensure that nationals of the

other Contracting Parties who are lawfully present in any part of its terri-
tory to which this Convention applies, and who are without sufficient
resources, shall be entitled equally with its own nationals and on the same
conditions to social and medical • assistance (hereinafter referred to as
"assistance") provided by the legislation in force from time to time in that
part of its territory.

ARTICLE 2

(a) For the purposes of this Convention the terms "assistance,"
nationals," " territory " and " country of origin " shall have the following

meanings, that is to say: -

(i) " Assistance " means in relation to each Contracting Party all
assistance granted under the laws and regulations in force in any part
of its territory under which persons without sufficient resources are
granted means of subsistence and the care necessitated by their con-
dition, other than non-contributory pensions and benefits paid in
respect of war injuries or injuries due to foreign occupation.

(ii) The terms " nationals " and " territory " of a Contracting Party shall
have the meaning assigned to them by such a Party in a declaration
addressed to the Secretary-General of the Council of Europe for
communication to all other Contracting Parties, provided that a
person who has lost his nationality otherwise than by deprivation
and has thereby become stateless shall, until he has acquired another
nationality, continue to be treated as a national.

TITRE I

Dispositions generates

ARTICLE ter

Chacune des Parties Contractantes s'engage 3 faire bsneficier les
ressortissants des autres Parties Contractantes, en sejour regulier sur toute
partie de son territoire auquel s'applique la presente Convention et qui soot
pnves de ressources suffisantes, 'a l'egal de ses propres ressortissants et aux
In8mes conditions, de ]'assistance sociale et medicate (denommee ci-apres
"assistance ") prevue par la legislation en vigueur dans Is partie du territoire
considers.

ARTICLE 2

(a) Pour ]'application de la presente Convention, les termes " assistance,"
" ressortissants ," " territoires " et " Etat d'origine " ont la signification
suivante:

(i) "Assistance" design, en cc qui concerne chacune des Parties Con-
tractantes, toute assistance prevue par les loin et reglements en vigueur
sur toute partie de son territoire tendant h accorder aux personnes
dymunies de ressources suffisantes les moyens d'existence et les coins
que necessite leur etat a ]'exception des pensions non-contributives et
des prestations aux victimes de guerre on de l'occupation.

(ii) Les termes " ressortissants " et " territoires " d'une Partie Contractante
auront la signification que cette Partie Contractante leur attribuera
dans une declaration adressee an Secretaire General du Conseil de
l'Europe, qui la communiquera a chacune des autres Parties Con-
tractantes. Il est toutefois precise que les anciens ressortissants d'un
Etat, qui ont perdu leur nationality sans en avoir ete declares dechus
et qui, des tors. sont devenus apatrides, continueront 3 titre con-
sideres comme ressortissants jusqu'h ce qu'ils aient acquis one autre
nationality.
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(iii) "Country of origin" means the country of which a person covered
by the provisions of the present Convention is a national.

(b) The laws and regulations in force in the territories of the Contracting
Parties and to which the present Convention applies, and the reservations
formulated by Contracting Parties, are set forth in Annex I and Annex II
respectively.

ARTICLE 3

Proof of the nationality of the person concerned shall be provided in
accordance with the regulations governing such matters under the legisla-
tion of the country of origin.

ARTICLE 4

The cost of assistance to a national of any of the Contracting Parses
shall be borne by the. Contracting Party which has granted the assistance.

ARTICLE 5

The Contracting Parties undertake, so far as their laws and regulations
permit, to help each other to recover the full cost of assistance as far as
possible either from third parties under financial obligation to the assisted
person or from persons who are liable to contribute to the cost of mainten-
ance of the person concerned.

SECTION II

Repatriation

ARTICLE 6

(a) A Contracting Party in whose territory a national of another Con-
tracting Party is lawfully resident shall not repatriate that national on the
sole ground that he is in need of assistance.

(b) Nothing in this Convention shall prejudice the right to' deport on any
ground other than the sole ground mentioned in the previous paragraph.

ARTICLE 7

(a) The provisions of Article 6 (a) notwithstanding, a Contracting Party
may repatriate a national of another Contracting Party resident in its terri-
tory on the sole ground mentioned in Article 6 (a) if the following conditions
are fulfilled:-

(i) the person concerned has not been continuously resident in the
territory of that Contracting Party for at least five years if he
entered it before attaining the age of 55 years, or for at least
ten years if he entered it after attaining that age;

(ii) he is in a fit state of health to be transported; and
(iii) has no close ties in the territory in which he is resident.

(b) The Contracting Parties agree not to have recourse to repatriation
except in the greatest moderation and then only where there is no objection
on humanitarian grounds.

(c) In the same spirit, the Contracting Parties agree that, if they repatriate
an assisted person, facilities should be offered to the spouse and children,
if any, to accompany the person concerned.

TITRE II

Rapatriement

ARTICLE 6

(a) Une Partie Contractante ne pent rapatrier un ressortissant d'une autre
Partie Contractante, residant en sejour rdgulier sur son territoire, pour le seul
motif que l'interesse a besoin d'assistance.

(b) Rien dans la presente Convention ne fait obstacle an droit d'expulsion
pour tout motif autre que celui qui est mentionne an paragraphe precedent.

ARTICLE 7

(a) Par derogation aux dispositions de l'article 6 (a) ci-dessus, une Partie
Contractante peut rapatrier un ressortissant d'une autre Partie Contractante
residant sur son territoire pour le seul motif mentionnd a l'article 6 (a) dans
le cas oft les conditions ci-apr8s se trouveraient reunies :

(i) Si l'interesse ne reside pas d'une fagon continue sur le territoire de
cette Partie Contractante depuis an moins cinq ans s'il y est entre'
avant d'avoir atteint l'age de cinquante-cinq ans on depuis an moins
dix ans s'il y est entre apr8s avoir atteint cet age;

(b) Les Parties Contractantes entendent ne recourir an rapatriement
qu'avec une grande moderation et seulement lorsque des raisons d'humanite
ne font pas obstacle.

(c) Darts le m@me esprit, les Parties Contractantes admettent que, si le
rapatriement s'exerce a l'egard d'un assiste, it convient d'offrir a son conjoint
et aux enfants touter facilites pour I'accompagner.

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- - - ARTICLE 8

(a) The Contracting Party repatriating any national in accordance with
the provisions of Article 7 shall bear the cost of repatriation as far as the
frontier of the territory to which the national is being repatriated.

(b) Each Contracting Party undertakes to receive any of its nationals
repatriated in accordance with the provisions of Article 7.

(c) Each Contracting Party undertakes to facilitate the transit across its
territory of any persons repatriated in accordance with Article 7.

ARTICLE 9

If the country of which the assisted person claims to be a national does
not recognise him as such, the grounds of the disclaimer must be forwarded
to the country of residence within thirty days or as . soon as possible
thereafter.

ARTICLE 10

(a) When repatriation is decided upon, the diplomatic or consular
authorities of the country of origin shall be advised (if possible, three weeks
in advance) of the repatriation of their national:

-(b).The authorities of the country of origin shall :duly inform the
authorities of, any:, country, or, countries. of transit.... )-

(c) The places for handing over such persons shall be decided by arrange-
ment between the competent authorities of the country of residence and- the
country of origin.

SECTION, III

< Residence

ARTICLE. II

(a) Residence by an alien in the territory. of any of the Contracting
Parties shall be considered lawful within the meaning of this Convention
'so long as 'there is in force in his case a permit or such other permission
as is required by the laws and regulations of the country concerned to reside
therein. Failure to renew any such permit, if due solely to the inadvertence
of the person concerned, shall not cause him to cease to be entitled to
assistance.

(b) Lawful residence shall become unlawful from the date of any deporta-
tion order made out against the person concerned, unless a stay of execution
is granted.

ARTICLE 12

The commencing date of the period of residence laid down in Article 7
shall in each country be-established, in the absence of evidence to the
contrary, on the basis of evidence supplied by official investigation or by the
documents listed in Annex III or any documents recognised by the laws and
regulations of the country as affording proof of residence.

ARTICLE 13

(a) Proof of continuity of residence may be shown by the production of
any evidence acceptable in the country of residence, such as proof of
occupational activity or the production of rent receipts.

(b) (i) Residence shall be regarded as continuous notwithstanding periods
of absence of less than three months, provided that the absence
is not caused by repatriation or deportation.

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ARTICLE S

(a) La Partie Contractante qui rapatrie un ressortissant conformement aux
dispositions de ]'article 7 supporte les frais de rapatriement jusqu'a la
frontiere du territoire sur lequel le ressortissant est rapatrid.

(a) Quand le rapatriement est decide, les autorites diplomatiques ou
consulaires de l'Etat d'origine sont avisees-si possible trois semaines a
l'avance-du rapatriement de leur ressortissant.

(b) Les autorites du on des pays de transit en sont informees par les
autorites de l'Etat d'origine.

(c) La designation des lieux de remise fait ]'objet d'ententes entre les
autorites competentes du pays de residence et du pays d'origine.

TITRE III

Residence

ARTICLE II

(a) Le sejour d'un ressortissant stranger sur le territoire de Tune des
Parties Contractantes est repute regulier, au lens de la presente Convention,
tant que I'interesse possede une autorisation de sdjour valable on tout autre
permis prevu par les lois et reglements du pays en question l'autorisant a
sdjourner sur ce territoire. Le defaut de renouvellement de ]'autorisation,
s'il est du uniquement a l'inadvertance de l'interesse, n'entraine pas la perte
du benefice de ('assistance.

(b) Le sejour est repute irregulier a dater de toute decision d'eloigne-
ment prise a I'encontre de l'interesse sauf s'il est sursis a ]'execution de cette
mesure.

ARTICLE 12

La date de depart du delai de residence fixe par ('article 7 est determine
dans chaque pays, sauf preuve du contraire, soft par des preuves resultant
d'enquetes administratives, soit par les documents enumeres a ]'annexe III
on par des documents consideres par les loin et reglements de chacun des
pays comme faisant foi de la residence.

ARTICLE 13

(a) La continuite de Ia residence est attestee par tons moyens de preuve
en usage dans le pays de residence, notamment par I'exercice d'une activite
professionnelle ou la production de quittances de loyer.

(b) (i) La residence est consideres comme continue nonobstant des
absences d'une duree inferieure a trois mois, a la condition
qu'elles n'aient pas pour motif le rapatriement on ]'expulsion.
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(ii) Periods of absence of six months or more shall be held to inter-
rupt the continuity of residence.

(iii) In order to determine whether a period of absence of between
three and six months shall interrupt the continuity of residence,
regard shall be had to the intention or otherwise of the person
concerned to return to the country of residence and to the extent
to which he has preserved his connexion therewith during the
period of his absence.

(iv) Service in ships registered in the country of residence shall not
be held to interrupt the continuity of residence. Service in other
ships shall be treated in accordance with the provisions of sub-
paragraphs (i) to (iii) above.

ARTICLE 14

There shall be excluded in the calculation of length of residence those
periods during which the person concerned has been in receipt of assistance
from public monies as laid down in the legislative measures mentioned in
Annex I, except in the case of medical treatment for acute illness or short-
term medical treatment.

SECTION IV

Miscellaneous Provisions

ARTICLE 15

The administrative, diplomatic and consular authorities of the Contract-
ing Parties shall afford to one another all possible assistance in the
implementation of this Convention.

ARTICLE 16

(a) The Contracting Parties shall notify the Secretary-General of the
Council of Europe of any subsequent amendment of their laws and regula-
tions which may affect Annexes I and III.

(b) Each Contracting Party shall notify to the Secretary-General of the
Council of Europe any new law or regulation not already included in
Annex I. At the time of making such notification a Contracting Party may
make a reservation in respect of the application of this new law or regula-
tion to the nationals of other Contracting Parties.

(c) The Secretary-General of the Council of Europe shall communicate
to the other Contracting Parties any information notified to him in accordance
with paragraphs (a) and (b).

ARTICLE 17

The Contracting Parties may, by bilateral arrangement, take interim
measures to deal with cases in which assistance was granted prior to the
entry into force of this Convention.

ARTICLE 18

The provisions of this Convention shall not limit the provisions of any
national laws or regulations, international conventions or bilateral or multi-
lateral agreements which are more favourable for the beneficiary.

TITRE IV

Dispositions diverses

ARTICLE 15

Les administrations et les autorites diplomatiques on consulaires des
Parties Contractantes se preteront mutuellement toute assistance pour
]'execution de la presente Convention.

ARTICLE 16
(a) Les Parties Contractantes notifieront au Secretaire General du Conseil

de ]'Europe toute modification aux loin et reglements en vigueur qui pourrait
affecter le contenu des annexes I et III.

(b) Toute Partie Contractante notifiera an Secretaire General du Conseil
de ]'Europe toute nouvelle loi ou tout nouveau reglement non encore convert
par ]'annexe I. Lors de cette notification la Partie Contractante pourra
formuler des reserves concernant ('application de sa nouvelle legislation on
reglementation aux ressortissants des autres Parties Contractantes.

(c) Le Secretaire General du Conseil de ]'Europe communiquera aux
autres Parties Contractantes toute information revue conformement aux
paragraphes (a) et (b).

ARTICLE 17

Les Parties Contractantes peuvent, par des ententes bilaterales etablir des
dispositions transitoires pour les cas d'assistance accordde anterieurement h
]' entree en vigueur de la presente Convention.

ARTICLE 18

Les dispositions de la presente Convention ne derogent nullement aux
dispositions des legislations nationales , des conventions internationales on
des accords bilateraux on multilateraux qui sons plus favorables pour l'ayant
droit.

ARTICLE 19

Annexes I , II and III shall constitute an integral part of this
Convention.

ARTICLE 20

(a) The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall endeavour
to resolve by negotiation any dispute relating to the interpretation or applica-
tion of this Convention.

(b) If any such dispute has not been. resolved by, negotiation within a
period of three months, the dispute shall be submitted to arbitration by an
arbitral body whose composition and procedure shall be agreed upon by the
Contracting Parties concerned or, in default of such agreement within a further
period of three months, by an arbitrator chosen at the request of any of the
Contracting Parties concerned by the President of the International Court of
Justice. Should the latter be a national of one of the Parties to the dispute,
this task shall be entrusted to the Vice-President of the Court or to the next
judge' in order of seniority not a national of one of the Parties to the
dispute.

(c) The decision of the arbitral body or arbitrator, as the case may be.
shall be made in accordance with the principles and spirit of this Conven-
tion and shall be final and binding.

ARTICLE 21

(a) This Convention shall be open to the signature of the Members of
the Council of Europe . It shall be ratified . Instruments of ratification
shall be deposited with the Secretary-General of the Council of Europe.

(b) This Convention shall come into force(') on the first day of the month
following the date of deposit of the second instrument of ratification.

(c) As regards any Signatory ratifying subsequently, the Convention shall
cone into force on the first day of the month , following the date of the deposit
of its instrument of ratification.

ARTICLE 22

(a) The Committee of Ministers of the Council of Europe may invite any
State not a Member of the Council to accede to this Convention.

(b) Accession shall be effected by the deposit of an instrument of acces-
sion with the Secretary-General of the Council of Europe, which shall take
effect on the first day of the month following the date of deposit.

(c) Any instrument of accession deposited in accordance with this Article
shall be accompanied by a notification of such information as would be
contained in the Annexes I and III to this Convention if the Government of
the State concerned were, on the date of accession, a signatory hereto.

(d) For the purposes of this Convention any information notified in
accordance with paragraph (c) of this Article shall be deemed to be part of
the Annex in which it would have been recorded if the Government of the
State concerned were a signatory hereto.

ARTICLE 23

The Secretary-General of the Council of Europe shall notify the Members
of the Council:

(a) of the date of entry into force of this Convention and the names of
any Members who ratify it;

(b) La presente Convention entrera en vigueur le premier jour du mois qui
suit le depot du deuxieme instrument de ratification.

ARTICLE 22

ARTICLE 24

This Convention shall remain in force for a period of two years from the
date of its entry into force in accordance with paragraph (b) of Article 21.
Thereafter it shall remain in force from year to year for such Contracting
Parties as have not denounced it by a notification to that effect addressed
to the Secretary -General of the Council of Europe at least six months before
the expiry either of the preliminary two year period or of any subsequent
yearly period . Such notification shall take effect at the end of the period
to which it relates.

Being desirous of extending the provisions of the Assistance Convention
so as to apply to refugees as defined in the Geneva Convention,

Have agreed as follows: -

ARTICLE I

For the purposes of this Protocol the term " refugee " shall have the
meaning ascribed to it in Article I of the Geneva Convention, provided
that each Contracting Party shall make a declaration at the time of signature
or ratification hereof or accession hereto, specifying which of the meanings
set out in paragraph B of Article I of that Convention it applies for the
purpose of its obligations under this Protocol, unless such Party has already
made such a declaration at the time of its signature or ratification of that
Convention.

ARTICLE 2

The provisions of Section I of the Assistance Convention shall apply to
refugees under the same conditions as they apply to the nationals of the
Contracting Parties thereto.

ARTICLE 3

1. The provisions of Section II of the Assistance Convention shall not
apply to refugees.

2. In the case of a person who has ceased to qualify for the benefits of
the Geneva Convention in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (c) of
Article I thereof, the period for repatriation laid down in Article 7 (a) (1) of
the Assistance Convention shall begin from the date when he has thus ceased
to qualify.

ARTICLE 4

As between the Contracting Parties, the provisions of Articles 1, 2 and 3
of this Protocol shall be regarded as additional Articles to the Assistance
Convention, and the remaining provisions of that Convention shall apply
accordingly.

ARTICLE 5

1. This Protocol shall be open to the signature of the Members of the
Council of Europe who have signed the Assistance Convention. It shall be
ratified.

2. Any State which has acceded to the Assistance Convention may accede
to this Protocol.

3. This Protocol shall come into force(2) on the first day of the month
following the date of deposit of the second instrument of ratification.

4. As regards any Signatory ratifying subsequently, or any acceding
State, the Protocol shall come into force on the first day of the month
following the date of the deposit of its instrument of ratification or accession.

5. Instruments of ratification and accession shall be deposited with the
Secretary-General of the Council of Europe, who shall notify the Members of
the Council and acceding States of the names of those who have ratified or
acceded.

INTERPRETATION OF TERMS: "NATIONALS" AND
" TERRITORY "

(This part consists of a copy of a document published in Strasbourg under
the authority of the Secretary-General of the Council of Europe on
September 2, 1954, and communicated by him to Her Majesty's
Government.)

Paragraph 4 of Article 1 of the European Interim Agreements on Social
Security and paragraph (a) (ii) of Article 2 of the Convention on Social and
Medical Assistance provide that the terms " nationals " and " territory " of a
Contracting Party shall have the meaning assigned to them by such a party
in a declaration addressed to the Secretary-General of the Council of Europe
for communication to other Contracting Parties.

The meanings assigned to these terms by, the Member Governments of
the Council of Europe in the communications which they have addressed to
the Secretary-General are as follows:-

1. BELGIUM:

(a) Nationals
Persons possessing Belgian nationality.

(b) Territory

Belgian metropolitan territory, excluding the Belgian Congo and Ruanda-
Urundi.

2. DENMARK:

(a) Nationals

Persons possessing Danish nationality.

(b) Territory
Denmark itself, not including the Faroe Islands and Greenland.

Nevertheless, consideration may be given later to the question of extending
the application of the Agreements to these parts of the Kingdom.

3. FRANCE:

(a) Nationals
All persons of French nationality, all nationals of the French Union, except

those of the Associated States, and all French protected persons.

(b) Territory
Metropolitan France and its overseas departments (Guadeloupe, French

Guiana, Martinique and Reunion).

4. GERMAN FEDERAL REPUBLIC:

(a) Nationals

(i) German nationals;
( ii) Persons who, as refugees or expellees of German ethnic origin, and

their spouses and descendants , have found refuge as the result of the events
of the second world war in the territory of the German Reich as it existed
on December 31, 1937, even if they have since left this territory. This

State have been extended , including all stateless persons residing on the
territory of the State.
