Monsieur le Ministre, Buenos Aires, November 17, 1957.

In accordance with Article 10 of the Agreement signed at Buenos Aires
on the 17th of May, 1946,(') between the Government of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government of the Argentine
Republic for air services between their respective territories, which was
amended by the Exchange of Notes signed at Buenos Aires on the 22nd of
January, 1953,(') and extended by the Exchange of Notes signed at Buenos
Aires on the 17th of October. 1956,(') I have the honour to inform Your
Excellency that Her Majesty's Government in the United Kingdom are
prepared to extend this Agreement for a further period of one year from
the 17th of May, 1958.

2. If this proposal is acceptable to the Provisional Government of the
Argentine Republic, I have the honour to suggest that this Note and Your
Excellency's reply to that effect should be regarded as constituting an
agreement between our two Governments which shall come into force on the
17th of May, 1958.
