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PROTOCOL RELATING TO THE SUPPLEMENTARY ALLOWANCES.

PROVIDED UNDER THE FRENCH LAW OF THE 30th JUNE, 1956,

AS SUBSEQUENTLY AMENDED

The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, and the Government of the French Republic,

Considering, on the one hand, that the United Kingdom legislation relating
to National Insurance and National Assistance applies without restriction to
nationals of France by virtue of the provisions of the Convention on Social
Security signed at Paris on the 10th July, 1956(') (hereinafter referred to as
" the Convention ") and, on the other hand, that nationals of the United
Kingdom under the provisions of the Convention and the Protocol of the same
date (hereinafter referred to as " the Protocol ") respecting Old Age Allowances
for Employed and Non-Employed Persons under the legislation of France and
Assistance provided under the legislation of the United Kingdom, may benefit
from the French legislation regarding Old Age Insurance for Employed and
Non-Employed Persons, and, if they reside in France, from the Old Age
Allowances for Employed Persons and the Non-Contributory Old Age
Allowances for Non-Employed' Persons;

Considering, also, the non-contributory, benefits granted to nationals of
France by the United Kingdom legislation specified in the Convention and
the Protocol;

Considering, in addition, that the supplementary allowances provided by
the French law of the 30th June, 1956, as subsequently amended, are granted
in accordance with the applicable regulations, without any contribution from
the beneficiaries, to old persons who have insufficient means of support;

Considering, further, that the French law of the 2nd August, 1957, extended
the grant of such allowances to persons entitled to invalidity pensions;

Considering, finally, that the purpose of the supplementary allowance is to
improve the position of the beneficiaries;

Have agreed as follows : -

(I) Nationals of the United Kingdom entitled to old-age or invalidity
benefits from a French scheme in accordance with the legislation
referred to in Article 2 (1) (b) of the Convention and in the Protocol
shall be granted the supplementary allowances, on the same conditions
as nationals of France, under the French law of the 30th June, 1956.
as subsequently amended, in accordance with the provisions of
paragraphs 2 and 3 below.

(2) The supplementary allowances referred to in paragraph 1 above shall
cease to be paid to United Kingdom beneficiaries who leave the
metropolitan territory of France. .

United Kingdom authorities shall assist the competent French
authorities - paying a supplementary allowance to a national of,
the United Kingdom by--

(a) verifying the sources of income from which applicants can benefit
in the United Kingdom. in particular any benefits paid under the
United. Kingdom legislation for National Insurance;

(b) estimating the value of applicants ' possessions in the - United,
Kingdom;

(c) approaching , where necessary . persons in the United Kingdom who
are under an obligation to support applicants;

{d) carrying -:out any enquiry -regarding the- means of support of
applicants under the relevant United Kingdom legislation.

The, competent French authorities shall address requests for
assistance to-the Overseas Group of the `Ministry of Pensions and
National Insurance , England, the . Ministry of Labour and National
Insurance , - Northern Ireland , or the Isle of Man Board of Social
Services, as appropriate. -

(4) The present Protocol shall enter into force on the first day of the month- ... .
following its signature.(')

Considerant, d'une part, que la legislation du Royaume-Uni sur 1'assurance
et l'assistance nationales s'applique sans restriction aux ressortissants frangais
en vertu des dispositions de la Convention Generale de Securite Sociale, signee
ii Paris le 10 juillet 1956 (designee ci-apres par In " Convention "), et que,
d'autre part, en vertu des dispositions de la Convention et du
Protocole de la m@me date (design .ci-apr6s par le °Protocole ")
relatif aux allocations de vieillesse aux salaries et aux non-salaries
prevues par ]a legislation francaise et aux allocations d'assistance prevues
par la legislation du Royaume-Uni,.les ressortissants britanniques peuvent
beneficier de la'legislation francaise sur l'assurance vieillesse des salaries et
des non-salaries et, s'ils resident en France, de 1'allocation aux vieux travail-
leurs salaries; et des allocations de vieillesse non contributives des -non-
salarids

Considerant,. par ailleurs, les avantages non contributifs accordes aux
ressortissants frangais par la legislation du Royaume-Uni dans le cadre de la
Convention et du Protocole ;

Considerant, d'autre part, -que l'Allocation . Supplementaire instituee en
France par la loi du 30 Juin 1956 modifiee est une prestation non contributive
accordee, en dehors de toute cotisation des interesses, aux personnel agees
sans ressources suffisantes et que cette prestation est accordee suivant des
modalites qui lui sent propres ;

Considerant, en outre, que In loi francaise du 2 aout 1957 a etendu aux
titulaires d'un avaritage viager servi an titre de I'assurance invalidite, le
benefice de ladite allocation ;

Considerant, enfin, que le but de l'Allocation Supplementaire est
d'ameliorer la situation des beneficiaires ;

Conviennent des dispositions suivantes :

1')-Les ressortissants du Royaume-Uni titulaires d'un avantage de
vieillesse on d'invalidite d'un regime frangais dans le cadre des legis-
lations visees h Particle 2, 1). b), de la Convention et au Protocole, ont
droit'a l'Allocation Supplementaire Bans les conditions prevues pour les
ressortissants francais par la loi francaise du 30 juin 1956 modifiee et
compte tenu des dispositions des paragraphes 2 et 3 ci-apres ;

2')-L'Allocation Supplementaire visde au paragraphe ci-dessus cesse
d'etre servie aux beneficiaires ressortissants du Royaume-Uni qui
quittent le territoire francais metropolitain ;
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3°)-Pour l'application des clauses de ressources prevues par la loi
frangaise du 30 Juin 1956 modifide , les services competents du
Royaume-Uni pretent leur concours aux organismes et services frangais
debiteurs de ('Allocation Suppldmentaire en vue de :

a)-rechercher les ressources dont les requdrants peuvent bdndficier au
Royaume-Uni , notamment les avantages servis en vertu du regime
britannique de l'Assurance Nationale ;

b)-cvaluer les biens qu ' ils y possIdent ;

c)-intervenir , le cas dchdant , aupres des personnel rdsidant an
Royaume-Uni qui sons tenues a l'obligation alimentaire envers les
requdrants dont it s'agit ;

d)---procdder a toute enquete relative aux ressources des interessds dans
les conditions prdvues en la matiere par la Idgislation britannique.

Les demandes prdsentdes it cet effet par les organismes et services
debiteurs francais sont adressees en Grande -Bretagne , au Minist6re des
Pensions et de ('Assurance Nationale " Overseas Group " ; en Irlande
du Nord, an Ministere du Travail et de l'Assurance Nationale et dans
I'Ile de Man, au Bureau des Services Sociaux de l'Ile de Man.

4°)-Les dispositions du present Protocole entrent en vigueur le premier
jour du mois suivantsa signature.
