I have the honour to refer to Mr. Henniker-Major’s Note of the 25th of
May and your reply of the 30th of May concerning the interest free loan
which has been made by the Government of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland to the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan during the financial year ending the 31st of March, 1963.(*) Acting
upon instructions from Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs, T now have the honour to propose to Your Excellency the following
further allocation of money from the loan:

1. Development of water resources :
