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PROTOCOL 
FOR THE EXTENSION OF THE INTERNATIONAL 

OLIVE OIL AGREEMENT, 1963 

The signatory Governments to this Protocol, 

Considering that, subject to the provisions of article 37, paragraph 4 of 
the International Olive Oil Agreement, 1963,v) that Agreement is due to 
expire on 30 September 1967, and 

Considering that it is desirable that the lnternational Olive Oil Agreement. 
1963 should continue in operation beyond the said date, 

Have agreed as follows: 

ARTICLE I 
The lnternational Olive Oil Agreement, 1963, (hereinafter referred to as 

" the Agreement ") shall continue in force between the parties to this Protocol 
until the close of the 1968/1969 olive crop year. 

ARTICLE 2 

So far as the parties to this Protocol are concerned, the Agreement and the 
Protocol shall be read and interpreted as one single instrument and shall be 
known as the International Olive Oil Agreement. 1963. as duly extended. 

ARTICLE 3 

1. Governments may become parties to this Protocol in conformity with 

(U)  by signing it; or 
(6) by ratifying, accepting or approving it, after having signed it subject 

(c) by acceding to it.

On signing this Protocol, each signatory Government shall formally 
state whether, in conformity with its constitutional procedure. its signature is 
or is not subject to ratification, acceptance or approval. 

ARTICLE 4 

This Protocol shall remain open in Madrid, with the Government of Spain, 
the depositary Government of the Agreement, until 30 June 1967, for 
signature by any Government which on that date is a party to the Agreement.

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ARTICLE 5 

In cases where ratification, acceptance or approval is required, the 
appropriate instruments shall be deposited with the depositary Government 
not later than 30 September 1967. 

Any signatory Government which by 30 September 1967 has not 
ratiEed. accepted or approved this Protocol, may obtain from the Council an 
extension of time for the purpose of the deposit of its instrument of ratification, 
acceptance or approval. This period of time shall not be extended beyond 
30 September 1968, unless by virtue of the provisions of article 7 below, this 
Protocol has by that date entered into force provisionally or definitively.

ARTICLE 6 

1. This Protocol shall be open for accession by any non-signatory 
Government of a State Member of the United Nations, of the United Nations 
Conference on Trade and Development, or of the Food and Agriculture 
Organization of the United Nations. 

Accession to this Protocol by a Government which is not a party to 
the Agreement shall be deemed to be an accession to the Agreement as 
extended by this Protocol. 

Accession shall be effected by the deposit of an instrument of accession 
with the depositary Government of the Agreement and shall take effect from 
the date of deposit of such instrument or on the date of entry into force of 
this Protocol. whichever date is the later.

ARTICLE 7 
1. This Protocol shall enter into force on 1 October 1967 between the 

Governments which have signed it or, in cases where their constitutional 
procedures so require, have ratified, accepted or approved it, if these 
Governments include those of five mainly producing and of two mainly 
importing countries. If these conditions are not fulfilled by the said date, 
it shall enter into force at any subsequent date by which these conditions shall 
have been fulfilled, provided that that date shall not be later than 30 September 
1968.e) 

2. This Protocol shall enter into force on the date of the deposit of an 
instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval with respect to any 
signatory Government which deposits such instrument after the date of the 
entry into force of the Protocol in accordance with paragraph I above. 

For this purpose, 
any signatory Government may deposit with the depositary Government, not 
later than 30 September 1967. a notification whereby it undertakes to seek, 
as promptly as possible. the ratification, acceptance or approval of this 
Protocol, in conformity with its constitutional procedure. Such notification 
shall-be deemed, for the purposes only.of provisional entry into-force. to have 
the same effect as an instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval. 

3. This Protocol may enter into force provisionally. 

P) The Protocol entered into farce on 2s November, 1967. 
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4. Any signatory Government which has not ratified, accepted or 
approved this Protocol by 1 October 1967, but which has made the notification 
referred to in paragraph 3 of this article, may, if it so desires. take part in 
the work of the Council as a non-voting observer. 

Any signatory Government which has made the notification referred 
to in paragraph 3 of this article may also inform the depositary Government 
that it undertakes to apply this Protocol provisionally. Any Government 
which gives such an undertaking shall be considered provisionally as a party 
to this Protocol, with all the rights and duties of that status, until the date 
on which it deposits its instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval or, 
failing the deposit of such instrument, until 30 September 1968. 

If by 30 September 1968 a Government has not yet deposited an 
instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval, it shall cease, as from 
1 October 1968, to be considered provisionally as a party to this Protocol, 
unless the Council decides otherwise. That Government shall, however, 
be free to take part in the work of the Council as a non-voting observer. 

6. If by 30 June 1967 this Protocol has not received a number of 
signatures sufficient for it to enter into force after ratification, acceptance or 
approval, but if the Governmenls of four mainly producing countries and the 
Governments of two mainly importing countries have signed it and, where 
their constitutional procedures so require, have ratified. accepted or approved 
the said Protocol by 30 September 1967, the said Governments may decide 
by common agreement that this Protocol shall enter into force among 
themselves, or may take whatever other action they consider is required by 
the circumstances. 

7. If by 1 October 1967 this Protocol has not entered into force either 
provisionally or definitively in the manner described in paragraphs 1 and 3 
above, but has received a sufficient 'number of signatures to enable it to enter 
into force after ratification, acceptance or approval in conformity with the 
relevant provisions of this Protocol, then the Agreement of 1963 shall be 
extended with full effect until the date of the provisional or definitive entry 
into Force of this Protocol, provided that the period of such extension shall 
not exceed twelve months.(') 

ARTICLE 8 
If by 30 September 1969 an agreement to extend or renew the 1963 

Agreement as duly extended has been negotiated and has received a sufficient 
number of signatures to enable it to enter into force after ratification, 
acceptance or approval in conformity with the relevant provisions, and if 
that new agreement has not entered into force. either provisionally or 
definitively, the present instrument shall be extended until the entry into 
force of the new agreement, provided that the period of such extension shall 
not exceed twelve months. 

ARTICLE 9 
The depositary Government shall without delay inform each Government 

which is a party to the Agreement or to this Protocol, or which is provisionally 
considered as a party to the latter, of any signature, ratification, acceptance or 
approval of or accession to the Protocol. of any notification made under 
paragraphs 3 and 5 of article 7 of this Protocol, and of the date of its entry 
into force. 

(9 The Agreement was extended with full effect from 1 October, 1967. ' 
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IN .WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, having been duly authorized to 
this effect by their respective Governments, have signed this Protocol on the 
dates appearing opposite their signatures. 

The texts of the present Protocol in the English, French; Italian and 
Spanish languages shall all be equally authentic, the originals being deposited 
with the Government of Spain, which shall furnish certified true copies thereof 
to all Governments that shall have signed or acceded to this Protocol.
