Her Britannic Majesty’s Embassy present their compliments to the
Ministry of Agriculture of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and have
the honour to refer to the Agreed Minute on Co-operation in the Field of
Agricultural Research between the Ministry of Agriculture, Fisheries and
Food of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the
Ministry of Agriculture of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics,
signed at London on 6 January 1965(%).

Following discussions between representatives of the two Ministries,
Her Britannic Majesty’s Embassy have the honour to propose, on behalf of
the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, that the Schedule appended to the Agreed Minute of 6 January 1965
be replaced by the Schedule annexed to this Note. If this proposal is
acceptable to the Ministry of Agriculture of the USSR, Her Majesty’s
Embassy propose that this Note and its Annex, together with the Ministry’s
reply to that effect, shall constitute an Agreement between the two Ministries
in this matter, which shall enter into force on 17 October 1974 and remain
in force for the duration of the Agreed Minute.

The Embassy avail themselves of this opportunity to renew to the
Ministry of Agriculture of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics the
assurances of their highest consideration.
