AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED KINGDOM OF

GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND AND THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE UNION OF SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLICS ON THE

IMPROVEMENT OF THE DIRECT COMMUNICATIONS LINK BETWEEN
THE RESIDENCE OF THE PRIME MINISTER OF THE UNITED KINGDOM

IN LONDON AND THE KREMLIN

The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and
the Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics;

Noting the positive experience gained in the process of operating the existing Direct
Communications Link between the residence of the Prime Minister of the United
Kingdom in London and the Kremlin, which was established in accordance with the
Agreement on the Establishment of a Direct Communications Link signed on 25 August
1967';

Taking into account the obligations set out in Article I of the Agreement on the
Prevention of Accidental Nuclear War, signed on 10 October 19772;

Having examined in a spirit of mutual understanding, matters relating to the
improvement of the Direct Communications Link;

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I

For the purpose of increasing the quality and speed of operation of direct
communications between the Governments, meanwhile ensuring their continued
reliability, the Contracting Parties shall establish and bring into operation an encrypted
facsimile link which shall be based on the utilisation of mutually agreed satellite and cable
channels.

ARTICLE 11

1. For the purpose of establishing, bringing into operation and subsequent utilisation of
the encrypted facsimile link, the Contracting Parties shall designate the agencies which will
be responsible for arrangements regarding the link, its technical maintenance, continuity
and reliability, and for its further improvement. These agencies shall by mutual agreement:

(a) determine the configuration and technical parameters of the link and channels of
communication and the specific types of equipment to be used, and shall work out the
technical solutions, measures and plans on the basis of which the improved link shall
be established;

(b) work out recommendations and rules in accordance with which the operation of the
link shall be carried out;

(c) as necessary consider and resolve questions relating to the carrying out of possible
changes in the configuration, in the hardware and software and in the working
procedures of the Direct Communications Link in the future.

2. Measures for the establishment, operation and further improvement of the link shall
be undertaken on the basis of decisions, minutes or other concluding documents of
meetings of technical experts signed by representatives of the above mentioned agencies of
the Contracting Parties.

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ARTICLE III

1. The Contracting Parties shall take measures to ensure that the encrypted facsimile link
is established in the shortest possible time after signature of the present Agreement.

2. Each of the Contracting Parties shall acquire the equipment which has been agreed for
use on the encrypted facsimile link and the spare parts and materials necessary for their
operation and shall carry out independently the technical decisions which have been
worked out.

3. By agreement of the agencies of the Contracting Parties , elements of the hardware and
software of the link may be developed by one of the Contracting Parties and delivered to
the other Contracting Party just as equipment, spare parts and materials which one of the
Contracting Parties may have available can be delivered to the other Contracting Party if
this is necessary.

ARTICLE IV

Transmission and reception of messages over the encrypted facsimile link from
London to Moscow shall be carried out in the English language and from Moscow to
London in the Russian language subject to observance of the relevant provisions of
international regulations and agreed recommendations and rules.

ARTICLE V

Expenditure on the establishment and operation of the encrypted facsimile link shall be
based on the principle that the cost of equipment and sectors of the lines within territorial
boundaries shall be paid for respectively by each Contracting Party and that the costs of
the international sectors of the link shall be, ared equally . The costs of any adaptation
of the terminal equipment shall also be share equally . The detailed division of costs and
expenses shall be settled by mutual agreement between the . agencies of the Contracting
Parties designated in Article II of the present Agreement.

ARTICLE VI

After the entry into operation of the encrypted facsimile link, by mutual agreement of
the agencies of the Contracting Parties , the present direct communications teleprinter link
shall be closed without mutual accounting between the Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE VII

The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date of signature.

In witness whereof the representatives of the two Governments have signed the present
Agreement.

Done in duplicate at Moscow this 31st day of March 1987 in the English and Russian
languages , both texts being equally authoritative.
