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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF IRAQ AND THE
GOVERNMENTS OF THE UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND
NORTHERN IRELAND, CANADA, AUSTRALIA, NEW ZEALAND AND INDIA
CONCERNING THE MOSUL WAR CEMETERY

On the basis of the Agreement, concluded in Baghdad on 15 March 1935, between the
Government of Irag and the Governments of the United Kingdom, Canada, Australia,
New Zealand, the Union of South Africa and India, concerning the British War
Cemeteries, Graves and Memorial Monuments in Iraqi territory connected with the 1914-
1918 War, ratified in Iraq by Law No. 56 0f 1936, and the amendments to it ratified in Irag
by Law No. 62 of 1955, and in view of the fact that part of the land of the Mosul War
Cemetery intersects the approaches to the fifth Mosul Bridge and in view of the wish of the
Iraqi Government to organise and to execute the fifth Mosul Bridge and its approaches,
agreement has been reached as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Government of Iraq shall appropriate from the Mosul War Cemetery an area of
3075 m?, three thousand and seventy five square metres, as shown in annex No. /1.

ARTICLE 2

The Government of Iraq offers as compensation for the appropriated piece of land as
described in Article 1 of this Agreement, a plot of land with an area of 3075 m?, three
thousand and seventy five square metres, as indicated in annex No. 2, and shall ensure that
such land is registered together with the rest of the Mosul War Cemetery in the name of the
Commonwealth War Graves Commission.

ARTICLE 3

The Government of Iraq undertakes to carry out all the work pertaining to the transfer
of graves and monuments from the appropriated plot of land to the places allocated for
them in the cemetery as well as the building of the cemetery fence and the repair of damage
which might result from these works as indicated in annex No. /3.

ARTICLE 4

This Agreement shall enter into force on signature.

ANNEX No. (3)

It has been agreed that the Government of Irag shall compensate for the areas

appropriated from the cemetery with an equivalent area of approximately 3075m? and
shall carry out all necessary work connected with the relocation of the cemetery
maintaining the same architectural, structural and horticultural style as the existing site.

The work required is as detailed below:

Clear the area of the new site, including the walls marked = = = on drawing
IRAQ/MOS/11A and the existing toolshed in the south-east corner of the site. Break
up all concrete foundations and floors and remove from site.

Make up levels to match existing gradients using selected fill in well compacted 300mm
layers. Finish to existing gradients with a minimum of 300mm topsoil over the site,
increasing to 2 metres of topsoil in areas where trees are to be planted,

Carefully take down the existing Cross of Sacrifice and seat feature and re-erect in new
positions as shown on drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A and particularly in accordance with
drawings IRAQ/MOS/13 and IRAQ/MOS/15.

Carefully take down the existing Hindu Memorial and re-erect in the new position as
shown on drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A and particularly in accordance with drawing
IRAQ/MOS/14.

Carefully take down the existing entrance feature and rebuild to the amended design
detailed on drawing IRAQ/MOS/12 in the position as shown on drawing
IRAQ/MOS/11A.

Construct a 2 metre high polygonal stone wall with weathered copings on suitable
foundations in the position shown thus //7//] on the drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A:
107 metres to the north-cast boundary
58 metres to the north boundary
32-4 metres to the west boundary
130-6 metres to the south boundary
34 metres to the east boundary
81 metres to the Protestant Plot.

Provide openings and refix existing gates to the service entrance and Protestant Plot in
the positions as shown on drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A.

Construct a new toolshed in the position shown on drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A and in
accordance with drawing SN/MOS/10A.

Excavate and construct headstone beams in position shown on drawing
IRAQ/MOS/11A and in accordance with Appendix Al.

Carefully excavate and exhume all 193945 war graves from the areas marked in red on
the attached copy of drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A. Rebury sequentially in the positions
marked on the same drawing.

Carefully take down 1939-45 war headstones and memorials and re-erect sequentially
in the positions marked on drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A and particularly in accordance
with Appendix A2.

Carefully excavate and exhume all remains to the Consular Graves Section and rebury
in the position shown in drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A.

Take down existing headstones and monuments to the Consular Graves Section and
re-erect in the positions shown on drawing IRAQ/MOS/11A.

Carefully excavate and exhume remains to the whole area of the existing Protestant
Plot and rebury sequentially in the new Protestant Plot shown on drawing
IRAQ/MOS/11A.

Take down all existing headstones and monuments to the Protestant Plot and re-erect
in the new Protestant Plot.

Provide and fix a new mains water supply in the position shown on drawing
IRAQ/MOS/11A.

Provide and lay, at a depth of 500mm, a 50mm diameter PN10 polyethylene
reticulation system as shown on drawing IRAQ/MQS/11A.

On completion of the work the site should be left clean and level and free of all debris.
It is agreed that:

a.all this work and the necessary horticultural treatment which follows shall be
under the supervision of an official of the Commonwealth War Graves
Commission;

b.if import of materials is necessary for the completion of the work or the
horticultural treatment, this shall be facilitated by the Government of Iraq.
