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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE

UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC OF GERMANY

CONCERNING AIR NAVIGATION SERVICES IN BERLIN

•
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The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and
the Government of the Federal Republic of Germany,

Taking into account:

(a) that quadripartite rights and responsibilities relating to Berlin have ceased to have
effect;

(b) that responsibility for the relevant airspace has consequently been transferred to the
German authorities;

(c) the Report of the experts of the six Governments previously concerned with the
relevant airspace, signed on 27 September 1996 (Results of the Consultations of the Six
Parties' Experts Group on the Development of an integrated Air Traffic Service
System and a unified Management System for the Airspace Utilization for the former
Berlin Air Corridors, the former Berlin Control Zone and the remaining Airspace over
the former German Democratic Republic);

(d) the requirement of the Government of the Federal Republic of Germany that
personnel for air navigation services continue to be provided in Berlin for a limited
period by the French Republic, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland and the United States of America;

(e) that these services will be carried out on behalf of the Federal Administration of Air
Navigation Services (BFS) of the Federal Republic of Germany;

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland shall
make available air traffic controllers in Berlin to the BFS up to their current number and
for such limited period of time as may be decided upon between that Government and the
Government of the Federal Republic of Germany. The Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland may withdraw the air traffic controllers
upon three months notice, or earlier if in the opinion of that Government exceptional
circumstances so require.

ARTICLE 2

The air traffic controllers shall exercise their functions on behalf of the BFS and be
delegated for that purpose to the Berlin Air Route Traffic Control Center. At the request
of the Government of the Federal Republic of Germany, for reasons of air safety, the
installations of the former Berlin Air Safety Center shall however be maintained as a
communication centre under BFS authority for a period of four weeks and its personnel
shall be retained for that purpose. Should for safety reasons this function need to be
continued beyond this period, the BFS shall inform the Ministry of Defence of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland of the date when this assistance will no
longer be required.

ARTICLE 3

The air traffic controllers shall be members of the force or civilian component of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. They shall have the status
referred to in paragraph 3 of the Exchange of Notes of 25 September 1990' concerning the
presence of forces in Berlin.

ARTICLE 4

The Government of the Federal Republic of Germany shall pay to the Government of
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland the full cost of providing the
air traffic controllers.
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ARTICLE 5

The Government of the Federal Republic of Germany shall indemnify the
Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the air
traffic controllers against any liability for damage or injury, including injury resulting in
death, caused by acts or omissions of the air traffic controllers in the course of their duties.

ARTICLE 6

The BFS and the United Kingdom Ministry of Defence shall conclude without delay
the technical and financial arrangements necessary for the implementation of this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 7

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of signature and shall be deemed to
have applied from the time when quadripartite rights and responsibilities ceased to have
effect.

In witness whereof the undersigned , being duly authorised thereto by their respective
Governments , have signed this Agreement.

Done in duplicate at Bonn this twenty- third day of October 1990, in the English and
German languages , both texts being equally authoritative.
