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EXCHANGE OF NOTES
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNION OF SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLICS
CONCERNING THE RESIDENCES OF THE AMBASSADORS OF
THE TWO COUNTRIES

to the Embassy of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, London

The Foreign and Commonwealth Office presents its compliments to the Embassy of
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics and, with reference to the negotiations between
delegations of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics
and the Foreign and Commonwealth Office of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland, and the Agreed Minutes I and II of 26 March 1991 in furtherance of the
understanding between the British Prime Minister and the President of the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics of 8 June 1990 concerning the Residences of the Ambassadors of the
two countries, has the honour to propose the following:

1. (1} The Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics (*“ the Government of
the USSR ™) shall grant to the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland (““ the Government of the United Kingdom ') a 99 year lease at
an annuval rent of 1 Rouble of the land and buildings at present occupied by the British
Embassy at 14 Monrisa Toreza Embankment, Moscow;

(2) The Government of the United Kingdom shall grant to the Government of the USSR
a 99 year lease at an annual rent of £1 (one pound Sterling) of the land and building
at present occupied by the Embassy of the USSR at 13 Kensington Palace Gardens,
London;

(3) The Government of the United Kingdom shall relinquish their rights under the
Agreement concerning the Mutual Provision of Sites signed in Moscow on 31 March
1987! (*“ the Sites Agreement ) in respect of the site on Voyevodina Street, Moscow;

(4) The Government of the United Kingdom shall grant to the Government of the USSR
-a 99 year lease at an annual rent of £1 (one pound Sterling) of the land and building
at No. 6/7 Kensington Palace Gardens for the Embassy of the USSR in London. The
Government of the United Kingdom shall effect the reconstruction, repair and
redecoration of the building at No. 6/7 Kensington Palace Gardens in accordance with
their own plans and specifications, formulated after consultation with the Government
of the USSR, so as to render the building suitable for occupation; subsequently, the
Government of the United Kingdom will carry out at their own expense all necessary
work on the premises at No. 14 Morisa Toreza Embankment and the Government of

the USSR on the premises at No. 6/7 and No. 13 Kensington Palace Gardens;

(5) The arrangements set out in sub-paragraphs (1), (2) and (4) above shall take effect as
from 1 January 1991. The lease of the land and building at No. 6/7 Kensington Palace
Gardens shall be granted on the date on which the Government of the United
Kingdom make these premises available: it is the intention of the Government of the
United Kingdom that this date shall be not later than 31 December 1993.

2. Inthe period before the occupation of the new buildings of the Embassies in London and
Moscow the followmg interim arrangements shall enter into force as from | January 1991
and shall remain in force until the vacation of the buildings at Nos. 10, 16 and 18 Kensington
Palace Gardens occupied by the Embassy of the USSR in London on the dates indicated
below:

(1) The Government of the United Kingdom shall make available to the Government
of the USSR the land and building at 16 Kensington Palace Gardens on the terms and
conditions of the lease dated 5 July 1931 for a maximum period of 10 years or until the
date of completion of construction of the new buildings of the Embassy of the USSR
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on the site at Nos. 1-5 Kensington Palace Gardens, whichever is the sooner, but at an
annual rent of £40,000 (forty thousand pounds Sterling) payable to the Crown Estate
Commissioners in exchange for the premises at 9 Ulitsa Vakhtangova on the terms and
conditions of the lease dated 11 February 1986 but at an annual rent of £40,000 (forty
thousand pounds Sterling) or the equivalent in Roubles at the rate of exchange which
shall be applied on the day of payment to transactions of this kind;

(2) The Government of the United Kingdom shall make available to the
Government of the USSR the building at 10 Kensington Palace Gardens for a
maximum period of 10 years or until the date of completion of construction of the
new buildings of the Embassy of the USSR on the site at Nos. 1-5 Kensington
Palace Gardens, whichever is the sooner, on the terms and conditions of the lease
dated 16 June 1980 as amended by the Agreement for Surrender concerning
No. 10 Kensington Palace Gardens signed on 22 November 1991, but at an annual
rent payable to the Crown Estate Commissioners of £1 (one pound Sterling). The
competent authorities of the USSR shall, for the period that No. 10 Kensington
Palace Gardens remains in the use of the Embassy of the USSR, make available at
an annual rent of | Rouble, 1,489 m? of accommodation already occupied by the
British Embassy in Moscow;

(3) The Government of the United Kingdom shall continue to make available 1o
the Government of the USSR the building at No. 18 Kensington Palace Gardens
for a maximum period of ten years on the terms and conditions of the lease dated
31 December 1929, but at an annual rent payable to the Crown Estate
Commissioners of £1 (one pound Sterling). The Government of the USSR shall
vacate the building at No. 18 Kensington Palace Gardens on the date of occupation
of the building at No. 6/7 Kensington Palace Gardens. The Government of the
United Kingdom recognise that agreement was reached on 22 November 1991
between the Embassy of the USSR and the Crown Estate Commissioners to
exchange the building at 18 Kensington Palace Gardens for the building at
15 Kensington Palace Gardens at an annual rent of £1 {one pound Sterling) to be
paid to the Crown Estate Commuissioners. The premises at 15 Kensington Palace
Gardens shall, when occupied, be regarded as part of the premises of the diplomatic
mission of the USSR for the purposes of the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic
Relations.

(4) The Government of the United Kingdom shall not require any compensation in
respect of the present occupation of No. 5 Kensington Palace Gardens nor in respect of
Nos.4 and 5 Kensington Palace Gardens when made available to the Government
of the USSR under the Sites Agreement for the period during which they shall remain
in the use of the Embassy of the USSR.

3. Insofar as the arrangements set out in the present Note are inconsistent with the
provisions of the Sites Agreement, the arrangements set out in this Note shall prevail, and
in particular:

(1) The obligation of the Government of the USSR to grant a lease of the site at Ulitsa
Voyevodina to the Government of the United Kingdom (Article 1, paragraph 1(b) of
the Sites Agreement) shall no longer apply;

(2) The provisions of Article 3(1) of the Sites Agreement shall not apply to that part
of the London sites known as No. 6/7 Kensington Palace Gardens;

(3) In Article 4(3) of the Sites Agreement the provision that the Government of the
United Kingdom shali clear the part of the London sites known as No. 6/7 Kensington
Palace Gardens of all underground services outside the perimeter of the existing
buildings shall be understood to mean that only those underground services shall be
removed which are not required for the use of this building;

(4) Article 9(1) of the Sites Agreement shall no longer apply. Instead, vacation of
Nos. 10, 16 and 18 Kensington Palace Gardens shall take place upon the termination
of the interim arrangements in respect of each property set out in paragraph 2 of this
Note; .

(5} Article 10(4) of the Sites Agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with the
above provisions.




4. If the above proposals are acceptable to the Government of the USSR, the Foreign
and Commonwealth Office have the honour to suggest that this Note and the Embassy’s
reply to that. effect shall constitute an Agreement between the two Governments which
shall enter into force on the date of the Embassy’s reply and which shall be considered an
integral part of the Sites Agreement.

The Foreign and Commonwealth Office avails itself of the opportunity to renew to the

Embassy the assurance of its highest esteem.

The Embassy of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics has the honour to acknowledge
receipt of the Note from the Foreign and Commonwealth Office dated 22 November 1991,
of the following tenor:

In response the Embassy has the honour to inform the Foreign & Commonwealth Office
that the proposals set out above are acceptable to the Government of the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics, which accordingly signifies its assent to the suggestion that the Note
from the Foreign and Commonwealth Office and this reply shall constitute an Agreement

between the two Governments, which shall enter into force on the date of this reply and
shall be considered an integral part of the Sites Agreement.
