Your Excellency:

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government of the Republic of
Colombia for Air Services between and beyond their respective Territories, signed at Bogota
on 16 October 1947' ("the Agreement") and to subsequent discussions which have taken place
between representatives of the two Governments.

As a result of these discussions, it was proposed that the Schedule to the Agreement, as
amended by the Exchange of Notes of 12/18 December 19682, should be further amended to
read as set out in the Annex to this Note.

If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to the Government of the Republic of Colombia,
I have the honour to suggest that this Note together with its Annex and Your Excellency's
Reply Note to that effect shall in accordance with Article 9 of the Agreement constitute an
Agreement between our two Governments in this matter which shall enter into force on the
date of your Reply Note.

I avail myself of this opportunity to renew to Your Excellency the assurances of my
highest consideration.

SCHEDULEI

Routes to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of the United Kingdom.

Points in the United Kingdom-Intermediate Points-Bogota-Points Beyond.

Notes

1. In both directions.

2. The designated airline or airlines of the United Kingdom may on any or all flights omit
calling at any of the above mentioned points provided that the agreed services on this route
begin at a point in the territory of the United Kingdom.

3. Not traffic rights (including own stopover) may be exercised between an intermediate
point and Bogota , or between Bogota and points beyond , except as may be from time to time
jointly determined by the aeronautical authorities of the two Contracting Parties.

SCHEDULE II

Routes to be operated by the designated airline or airlines of the Republic of Colombia.

Points in Colombia-Intermediate Points-London or Manston-Points Beyond.

Notes

1. In both directions.

2. The designated airline or airlines ofColombia may on any or all flights omit calling at any
of the above mentioned points provided that the agreed services on this route begin at a point
in the territory of Colombia.

3. No traffic rights (including own stopover) maybe exercised between an intermediate point
and London or Mauston , or between London or Mauston and points beyond , except as may
be from time to time jointly determined by the aeronautical authorities ofthe two Contracting
Parties".
