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AGREEMENT

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE

UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF MOROCCO

CONCERNING COMPENSATION FOR PROPERTIES TRANSFERRED TO
THE STATE UNDER THE DAHIR OF 2 MARCH 1973

The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
and the Government of the Kingdom of Morocco;

Desiring to specify the conditions of the application to United Kingdom nationals
of the provisions of Article 8 of the dahir stating law No 1.73.213 of 26 Moharrem 1393
(2 March 1973) relating to the transfer to the State of the ownership of certain agricultural
properties or properties with an agricultural purpose;

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

S. The Government of the Kingdom of Morocco shall pay to the Government of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland a lump sum as compensation
in respect of the properties, formerly belonging to United Kingdom nationals , affected
by the provisions of the aforesaid dahir stating law No 1.73.213.

ARTICLE 2

(1) The amount of the lump sum compensation provided for in Article 1 comes to
two hundred and ninety-seven thousand six hundred and ninety dirhams.

(2) This sum shall be paid at the latest at the end of the first month following that
in which the present Agreement is ratified.

ARTICLE 3

(1) The distribution of the lump sum compensation provided for in Article 2 above
falls within the exclusive competence of the Government of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland.

(2) In order to facilitate this distribution , the Government of the Kingdom of
Morocco shall provide the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland , at their request , with all available information and documents
relating to the properties referred to in this Agreement.

ARTICLE 4

.J

The Government of the Kingdom of Morocco shall consider as finally settled all
claims of a public law character relating to the properties referred to in this Agreement.

ARTICLE 5

(1) When the lump sum compensation provided for in Article 2 above has been
paid , the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
shall consider as fully and finally settled all the claims relating to the properties
referred to in this Agreement.
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(2) This settlement shall discharge the Kingdom of Morocco from liability towards
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland as well as towards all
the United Kingdom nationals concerned who shall no longer be able to enforce, by
whatever means, any claims relating to the properties referred to in this Agreement.

ARTICLE 6

The present Agreement shall enter into force on the day upon which instruments of
ratification are exchanged.

Done in duplicate at Rabat this twelfth day of February 1981, corresponding to
6 Rabiaa At-tani 1401 in the English and Arabic languages, both texts being equally
authoritative.
