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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED KINGDOM OF
GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND AND THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE STATE OF ISRAEL ON BILATERAL COOPERATION IN PRIVATE
SECTOR INDUSTRIAL RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
(United Kingdom) and the Government of the State of Israel (Israel), hereinafter referred
to as “the Parties”;

Desiring to develop and strengthen economic and commercial cooperation between
the United Kingdom and Israel;

Resolving to undertake a sustained effort to promote, facilitate and support joint
industrial research and development (R&D) projects between the two countries;

Have reached the following Agreement:

ARTICLE |
Objectives
The Parties determine that the objectives of this Agreement are to:

(a) Promote the activities of their respective private sectors to intensify bilateral industrial
R&D cooperation;

(b) Facilitate the identification of specific projects or partnerships between British and
. Israeli companies that could lead to industrial R&D cooperation;

(¢) Coordinate and focus suitable government resources and programmes to support
closer commercial relations, industrial cooperation and commercial exploitation of
project results, including the establishment of a joint industrial R&D cooperation
initiative;

(d) Give expression to this initiative through the establishment of a United Kingdom-
Israel Industrial R&D Fund (the BRITECH Fund) to support jointly approved
Industrial R&D Cooperation Projects between entities from the two countries leading
to commercialization in the global market and, in particular, Europe.

ARTICLE 11
Cooperating Authorities

1. The Department of Trade and Industry of the Government of the United Kingdom
and the Ministry of Industry and Trade of the State of Israel shall be in charge of the
implementation of this Agreement and shall designate Cooperating Authorities for the
purpose of implementing this Agreement.

2. The Department of Trade and Industry (DTI) on behalf of the United Kingdom and
the Office of the Chief Scientist (OCS) of the Ministry of Industry and Trade, on behalf of
Israel will be the Cooperating Authorities for implementing this Agreement. DTI and OCS
will promote the objectives of the Agreement in accordance with the Guidelines to be
formulated under Article V of this Agreement. They will be responsible for their respective
costs in promoting and administering the objectives of this Agreement such as travelling
expenses, organization of seminars and publications.



ARTICLE I1I

The BRITECH Fund

1. The Parties agree to establish a joint United Kingdom-Israel Industrial R&D Fund
(the BRITECH Fund).

2. A non-profit organization, the BRITECH Foundation (BRITECH), will be
incorporated to manage the BRITECH Fund and the activities related to it and to
implement the objectives of this Agreement. BRITECH will be formed as an equal
partnership between the Department of Trade and Industry of the United Kingdom and
OCS of the Ministry of Industry and Trade of Israel and will operate in both the United
Kingdom and Israel.

3. The objectives of the BRITECH Fund are to strengthen United Kingdom-Israel
science and technology, business to business, and ultimately overall economic and trade
relations. The BRITECH Fund will support alliances between businesses in the United
Kingdom and Israel, created for joint development and subsequent joint management and
marketing of new technologies. This will constitute the primary goal and activity of the
BRITECH Fund.

4., The BRITECH Fund may also be used in searching for businesses in the United
Kingdom and Israel which could collaborate in technology projects, assist in matching
businesses from the two countries and publicize its activities through seminars,
publications or other means as its Board of Directors (the Board), as referred to in
Article V-1 of this Agreement, finds appropriate, in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement.

5. The BRITECH Fund shall only assist joint technology development projects
(Projects) undertaken by companies from the United Kingdom and Israel. The financial
support to a project shall not exceed 50% of its approved project expenditures.

6. When a project results in sales of a product or process, up to 150% of the financial
support must be repaid, without interest, to the BRITECH Fund. The rate of repayment
will be up to 5% of the sales or other income from the supported project. The Board (as of
article V) will decide the detailed arrangements for repayment of the financial support.

7. The BRITECH Fund shall only be used for activities which directly or indirectly foster
and promote the market-oriented science and technology cooperation between the United
Kingdom and Israel businesses.

8. The objectives of BRITECH will be implemented and the BRITECH Fund will be
operated consistently with the obligations of the United Kingdom under EC law (in
particular the policies on State Aids) and where BRITECH operates in Israel, in
accordance with Israeli law.

ARTICLEIV

Financing of the BRITECH Fund

1. The Parties shall each contribute the same percentage share of financing to the
BRITECH Fund for a period of five years from the first instalment of the contributions to
the BRITECH Fund by the Parties according to this Agreement.
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2. The Parties agree that the annual contribution for each year will be 1,250,000 Pounds
Sterling (one and a quarter million Pounds Sterling) for each Party for the first and second
years of the fund’s activity and 1,750,000 Pounds Sterling (one and three quarters million
Pounds Sterling) for the third, fourth and fifth years, subject to their national requirements
and appropriate mechanisms. The total combined contribution of the Parties to the
BRITECH Fund will be 2,500,000 Pounds Sterling (two and a half million Pounds
Sterling) for the first two years and 3,500,000 Pounds Sterling (three and a half million
Pounds Sterling) for the third, fourth and fifth years, summing up to 15,500,000 Pounds
Sterling (fifteen and a half million Pounds Sterling) over § years. The annual contribution
may be enlarged by mutual agreement of the Parties.

3. The contributions in the fourth and fifth years will be subject to a satisfactory
evaluation, in a form to be agreed between the Cooperating Authorities, of BRITECH’s
operations.

4. The annual contribution of the Parties shall be deposited in two separate bank
accounts in the United Kingdom and Israel.

5. Up to 15% of the contributions of the Parties as stipulated in the paragraph 2 of this
Article shall also be used to cover the administrative expenses of BRITECH and the
BRITECH Fund.

6. Details of the procedures for the transfer and control of contributions referred to in
this Article shall be set out in the Guidelines to be formulated under Article V of this

Agreement.

ARTICLE V

Management of BRITECH

1. A board of Directors (the Board) with equal representation from each Party shall
control and manage BRITECH. At least one meeting of the Board shall be held in the
United Kingdom and one in Israel in each year. The Board shall review and approve: the
work-plan and budget of BRITECH for the next year; the performance of BRITECH
according to its work plan and budget; the contribution of BRITECH to the fulfillment of
the objectives of this Agreement; each project to be supported by BRITECH and the level
of funding support.

2. The exact project approval and funding procedure shall be decided by the Board.
Subject to the terms of this Agreement, the memorandum and articles of association of
BRITECH shall be agreed upon by DTI and OCS.

3. The Parties shall ensure that:

(a) the Cooperating Authorities formulate guidelines (Guidelines) for the allocation of
grants by BRITECH and the usage of the binational contributions as set out in Articles
III and IV;

(b) the Guidelines shall be binding on BRITECH;

(c) the contributions shall be subject to BRITECH’s obligation to operate according to
the Guidelines.



ARTICLE VI
Joint Committee

1. The Parties shall establish a Joint Committee (JC) consisting of their respective official
representatives, for the purpose of facilitating close and regular mutual consultation.

2. The JC shall hold Annual Review Meetings alternately in the United Kingdom and
Israel. The venue and form of a particular meeting may be altered by mutual consent.

3. The JC shall review the activities organized under the Agreement by BRITECH and
shall review the establishment and progress of BRITECH and the performance of the
BRITECH Fund.

4. Both Parties shall make best efforts to hold the Annual Review Meeting within 30 days
of the anniversary date of the Agreement each year.

5. The JC may establish joint working groups to coincide and report to the JC on specific
matters as required to meet its objectives.

6. Other details of the composition and management of the JC shall be determined
through a separate arrangement between the Department of Trade and Industry of the
United Kingdom and the Ministry of Industry and Trade of the State of Israel.

ARTICLE VII

Fair and Equitable Treatment

Subject to its internal laws and regulations, each Party shall accord fair and equitable
treatment to the individuals, companies, government agencies and other entities of the
other Party engaged in the pursuit of activities under this Agreement.

ARTICLE VIII

Disclosure of information

1. Each Party shall notify the other immediately upon any requirement arising under
which it might be compelled by law to disclose information or documents relating to this
Agreement which would otherwise be subject to confidentiality. The Party required to
disclose shall in any event use its best endeavours to ensure that the person obtaining
disclosure of the information in these circumstances protects the confidentiality at all times
and observes the terms of this Agreement.

2. Each Party commits itself not to transmit, without written approval of the other Party,
information concerning the results obtained from the cooperative programmes for
industrial research and development covered under this Agreement to a third person,

organization, or to any other country.

3. If the other Party to whom notification under paragraph 1 above is made objects to
the disclosure, the matter shall be placed before the JC who shall meet, at a place and time
to be agreed, to determine this issue.

ARTICLE IX

Intellectual Property Rights (IPR)

1. The partners to projects supported under this Agreement shall be required to submit
to the parties evidence of contractual arrangements between them relating to intellectual
property rights. These should address, in particular:

(a) the ownership and use of know-how and intellectual property owned by the partners
prior to the project;



(b) arrangements for the ownership and use of information and intellectual property to be
created in the course of the project.

2. Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph 1 above, it shall be the responsibility of
the partners to projects supported under this Agreement to safeguard their own interests.

3. Scientific and technological information of a non-proprietary nature arising from the
cooperative activities under this Agreement may be made available to the public through
customary channels.

ARTICLE X

Final Provisions

(a) Each Party shall notify the other Party, in writing, through diplomatic channels, of the
completion of its internal legal procedures required for bringing this Agreement into
force. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the later notification.

(b) The Agreement shall remain in force until it is terminated by either Party. The total
contribution stipulated in Article IV may be amended by mutual agreement.

(c) Either Party may terminate this Agreement by written notification to the other Party.
The Agreement shall cease to apply six months after the date of such notification.

(d) This Agreement may be amended by mutual agreement through an exchange of
diplomatic notes.

(¢) The amendment or termination of this Agreement shall not affect the validity of
arrangements and contracts already concluded. This Agreement shall not affect
present or future rights or duties of the Parties under other international agreements
and treaties.

(f) Subject to the provisions of section (e) above, upon termination of the Agreement and
the Termination of operation of BRITECH, any uncommitted amounts remaining in
the Fund shall be divided between the Parties according to their relative contributions.

In witness whereof, the undersigned being duly authorized have signed this Agreement.
