your Lordship that, by a note dated the 13th of this month, his

Excellency M..Deuntzer, President of the Council, Minister for

Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of Denmark, notified to the

Federal Council the accession of that Kingdom to the Convention

of the 9th September, 1886, establishing a Union for the protec-

tion of literary and artistic works, as well as to the Additional

Article and explanatory Declaration signed at Paris on the 4th

May, 1896.
This accession will take effect from the 1st July next, and will

include the Kingdom of Denmark and the Faroe Islands, but will

exclude Iceland, Greenland, and the Danish Antilles.

As regards its contribution to the expenses of the Berne Inter-

national Bureau, Denmark will be placed in the fourth class.

I shall be much obliged if you will be so good as to take note

of this communication, and I avail, &c.
