BY* a note dated the 24th August last, of which a copy is
annexed hereto , the- Imperial Ottoman Government informed the
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Swiss Federal Council that Turkey acceded to the Geneva Conven-
tion of the 6th July. 1.906, for the amelioration of the condition
of the wounded and sick in armies in the field, with the reservation
that she would use in her armies the emblem of the red crescent
for the protection of her ambulances.

The note referred to adds that it is nevertheless well understood
that the Imperial Ottoman Government will scrupulously respect
the inviolability of the Red Cross flag.

The States represented at the Second Peace Conference having
recently admitted the use of the red crescent by Turkey and
of the lion and sun by Persia as distinctive emblems of the
sanitary service of their armies in naval warfare, the Federal
Council conceive that it is necessary to accord to these Powers
the same faculty as regards war upon land.

]n informing your Excellency, by direction of my Govern-
went, of the preceding, T should be obliged by receiving front you
all acknowledgment of the same, and I beg, &c.

Sir Edward Grey to the Swiss GhoeflS d'Ag rQres.

Sir, Foreign Office, October 12, 1907.

1 HAVE the honour to acknowledge the receipt of your note

of the 9th instant, stating that on the 24th ultimo Turkey, notified

its accession to the Geneva Convention of the 6th July, 1906, for

the amelioration of the condition of the wounded and sick in

armies in,the field, with the reservation that the emblem of the

red crescent- would be used for the protection of Turkish

ambulances.
Vou add that, in view of the fact that the States represented

at the Second Peace Conference have recognized the right of

Turkey and Persia to make use respectively of the red crescent

and the lion and sun as distinctive signs for the sauitary

service of their armies in naval warfare, the Swiss Federal Council

are of opinion that the same faculty must be accorded to them as

regards warfare on land.
