The deposit of the first of these
Acts has taken place conformably
with the last paragraph of the
Protocol of deposit of ratification,
signed at Berlin the 9th June,
1910. This ratification will have
affect, in accordance with the
express declaration of the Royal
Swedish Government, from the
Ist January, 1920; nevertheless,
it bears the following reservation
based upon article 27, paragraph
2, of the revised Berrie Conven-
tion : -

" So far as regards the repro-
duction of articles appealing in
newspapers and magazines, the
Royal Swedish Government, in
place of acceding to article 9 of
the aforesaid - Convention, will
remain bound by the provisions
of article 7 of the Berne Con-
vention of the 9th September,
1886."

In faith whereof the antler-
signed have drawn up the present
Protocol, in single copy , of which
a certified copy shall be forwarded,
through the diplomatic channel,
to the Contracting States, con-
formably with the Protocol of
deposit of ratifications of the
Convention in question , signed
at Berlin the 9th June, 1910.
