By instructions of my Government, I have the honour to express
the hope that, as it has been found impossible as yet to obtain the
approval by Congress of the Commercial Treaty concluded in 1910
between Great Britain and Honduras, your Excellency’s Government
will have no objection to extend the operation of the Treaty of 1887
and the 1900 Protocol for o further period of two years, terminable
on the 6th April, 19153,

This extension being subject to the terms of the Protocol of 1900,
your Excellency will note that the accessiong of the various British
Colonies already notified to the Government of Honduras on different
occasions will remain in force as hitherto, unless or until notice of
withdrawal be given fo your Excellency’s Government in accordance
with the stipulations of article 3 of the Protocol. The accessions at
