British Embassy,
Monsieur le Ministre, Paris, August 29, 1953,

I have the honour’ to refer to the Agreement constituted by the Notes
exchanged at Paris on the [5th of July, 1938,(') between the French
Government and Her. Majesty’s Government in the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northérn TIreland, regarding the acceptance of hcences or
certificates; of; competency of the operating personnel of: aircraft employdd on
regular airlines in lieu of national passports. -

In the view of Heér Majesty’s Government the arrangements set out in
the above-mentioned Agreement have been superseded by paragraph 3.10
of the: first edition’ of Annex 9 to the Convention on International Civil
Aviation (paragraph 3.9 in the current second edition). The first edition
of Annex 9 came' into force on the Lst of March, 1950. If this view is also
shared by the' French Government, I have the honour to propose that the
said Agreement should be formally terminated in respect of Her Majesty’s
Government as aforesald and the French Government.

If this proposal.is acceptable to the French Government, 1 have the
honour to suggest ‘tHat ‘the present Note and your Excellency’s reply in
that sense should be regarded as constituting an Agreement between the
French Government and Her Majesty’s . Government terminating, after a
lapse of three months from the ‘date of this lefter, the arrangements set out
in the Exchange of Notes of the 15th of July, 1938.

I have the honour to acknowledge your Note of August 29, 1955,
according to which, with reference to the Agreement concluded by the
Exchange of Notes of July 15, 1938, between the French Government and the
United Kingdom Government, regarding the presentation by members of the
crews on regular international air routes of their licences or certificates, in
place of the national passport, your Excellency wished to propose to me the
following : —

“In the opinion of Her Majesty’s Government the provisions of the
aforementioned Agreement shall be replaced by the stipulations laid
down in paragraph 3.10 of the first edition of Annex 9 (paragraph 3.9 of
the present second edition) to the International Civil Aviation Convention,
whose annex'enteréd into force on the ‘Ist of March, 1950. '

“If this view is shared by the French-Government, I have the honour
to suggest that the said Agreement should be formally termmated by the
two Governments.:: -

“Tf this proposal rececives the agreement of - the French ‘Government,
I have the honour to suggest that the present Note and your Excellency’s
reply to this effect should be considered by the French Government and
Her Majesty’s Government as concluding, at the expiration of a period
of three months from this day, the Agreement settled by an Exchange
of Notes of July 15, 1938.”
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I have the honour to inform your Excelleacy that, taking into account
the unreserved acceptance and the.application by the two Governments of
the standard 3.9 of the Annex 9 to -the International Civil Aviation Con-
vention {International Standards and Recommended Practices), the French
Government gives its agreement that at the expiration of three months the
agreement laid down on this matter by the Exchange of Notes of July 15,
1938, should be terminated. g ]
