In-its note of the 12th of March, 1962, the British Embassy asked the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs to inform the Embassy whether the French
Government would be disposed to agree to the termination of the
Convention respecting Postal Communications between France and Great
Britain signed in London on the 30th of August, 1890,(!) as this Convention
had been overtaken by subsequent arrangements.

The Ministry has the honour to inform the Embassy that this proposal
meets with no objection on the part of the competent French authorities.
The Ministry consequently proposes that the present Note and the Embassy’s

reply should constitute the agreement of the two Governments with the
effect of terminating the Convention of the 30th of August, 1890, from the
day of the Embassy’s reply. -
