British Embassy,
Your Excellency, Amman, February 28, 1964.

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement constituted by the Exchange
of Notes of the 25th/27th of April, 1963,(*) between the Government of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government
of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan concerning the interest-free loan which
has been made by the Government of-the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland to the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan during the financial year ending the 31st of March, 1964. Acting upon
instructions from Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs, I now have the honour to propose to Your Excellency the following
final allocation of the unaliocated balance of the aforementioned loan:

(i) Compietion of the Desert Road Carpet ... 65,000
(ii) Equipment for the Remote Control Receiver Station,
Amman Airport (conditional on adequate arrangements
being made by the Jordanian authorities with regard to
installation and staffing) ... 35,000
(iii) Support for Industrial Co-operatives ... 25,000
(iv) Wadi Araba Road Study (additional costs) ... 2,000
(v) Jerusalem Airport Survey (additional costs) ... e 3,500
(vi) Further support for the Central Water Authority on
Water Development Schemes ... 24,500
Total £155,000

If the foregoing allocation is acceptable to the Government of the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, I have the honour to suggest that the present
Note and Your Excellency’s reply in that sense should be regarded as
constituting an agreement between the two Governments in this matter.
