During the course ¢f these discussions it was
proposed that the British Component of the MNF be deployed for a further
period of up to three months on the terms and conditions set out in my letter
of 31 January 1983(). If the foregoing is acceptable to Your Excellency’s
Government, I have the honour to propose that Your Excellency’s reply to
that effect, together with this Note, shall constitute an Agreement between our
two Governments, which shall come into force on the date of Your

Excellency’s reply.

I therefore wish to inform Your Excellency that Your Excellency’s Note
and this reply accordingly constitute an Agreement between our two
Governments, which shall come inio force today.
