Her Britannic Majesty's Embassy presents its compliments to the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the State of Kuwait and has the honour to refer to the
recent negotiations which have taken place in Kuwait on 28 October 1981
concerning the Air Services Agreement, between the Government of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and the Government
of the State of Kuwait, signed at Kuwait on 24 May 1960(') as amended
by the Exchange of Notes of 2 June 19630), 7 May 1969(') and 25 January
1977(`).

These negotiations resulted in agreement in principle on a new
Schedule, the text of which is attached as an Annex to this Note in both
English and Arabic(, to be substituted for the Schedule to the Agreement
as amended.

In accordance with Article 11 (1) of the Agreement, Her Britannic
Majesty's Embassy now has the honour to confirm that the revised Schedule
is acceptable to the Government of the United Kingdom and to propose that,
if it is also acceptable to the Government of the State of Kuwait, the
present Note together with its Annex and the Ministry's reply to that effect,
shall constitute an Agreement between the two Governments in this matter
which shall be deemed to have entered into force on 1 November 1981.

Her Britannic Majesty's Embassy avails itself of this opportunity to
renew to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the State of Kuwait the assurance
of its highest consideration.

Note 1 : No fifth freedom rights shall be exercised by the designated
airline or airlines of either Contracting Party on the agreed services between
the intermediate points and points beyond and the territory of the other
Contracting Party except as may from time to time be agreed by the
aeronautical authorities of the Contracting Parties.

Note 2 : The designated airline or airlines of a Contracting Party may
on any or all flights omit calling at an intermediate or beyond point provided
that the agreed services on the route begin at a point in the territory of
that Contracting Party.
