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PROTOCOLE PORTANT MODIFICATION DE LA CONVENTION
SIGNEE A PARIS LE 22 NOVEMBRE 1928 CONCERNANT LES

EXPOSITIONS INTERNATIONALES

Paris, le 10 mai 1948

Les soussignes, plenipotentiaires des Gouvernements enumeres ci-apre's, se
sont reunis en conference a Paris le 10 mai 1948 et sont convenus d'un
commun accord et sous reserve de ratification des dispositions suivantes :

ARTICLE PREMIER

Les articles 2, 3 et 4 de In Convention du 22 novembre 1928(') sont abroges
et remplaces par les articles suivants :

Article 2.-Une exposition est generale lorsqu'elle comprend les produits
do i'activite humaine appartenant a plusieurs branches de in production on
qu'elle est organisee en vue de faire ressortir ]'ensemble des progres realises
dans un domaine determine, tel que ]'hygiene, les arts appliques, le confort
moderne, le developpement colonial, etc.

Elle est speciale quand elle n'interesse qu'une settle technique appliquee
(electricite, optique, chimie, etc.), une seule technique (textile, fonderie, arts
graphiques, etc.), un soul besoin elementaire (chauffage, alimentation, trans.
ports, etc.); elle ne doit pas comporter de pavilions nationaux.

11 sera etabli, par les soins du Bureau International prevu a ]'article 10, une
classification des expositions qui servira de base pour determiner les profes-
sions et les objets pouvant prendre place dans une exposition spdciale en vertu
de l'alinea precedent. Cette liste pourra We revisee tons les ans.

Article 3. Durec des Expositions-La duree des expositions inter-
nationales no doit pas depasser six mois. Cette duree est fixde an moment
de 1'enregistreinent de ]'exposition et elle ne pourra We prolongee dans la
suite, par le Bureau, qu'en cas de force majeure resultant d'CvCnements
survenus au cours de ('exploitation, tels qu'incendie, inondations, troubles
sociaux, ayant on pour effet de mettre ]'exposition dans l'impossibilite soit
d'ouvrir it la date officielle fixee, soit de fonctionner normalement dans le
temps assigne a sa durde. L'appreciation d'une demande tendant a In prolonga-
tion et presentee par le pays organisateur de ]'exposition est laissee an Bureau.

La prolongation accordee sera mesuree en fonction de la duree du non-
fonctionnement de-]'exposition. Cette prolongation commencers a .courir a
partir de la date quo le pays organisateur indiquera et qui, en aucun cas, no
pourra titre eloignee de plus de six moil de la date de fermeture do ladite
'xposition.

Article 4. Frequence des Expositions.-La frequence des expositions
internationales visees par la presente Convention est reglementee selon les
principes suivants:

Les expositions generales sont rangees en deux categories:

Premiere categoric : Les expositions generales qui entrainent pour les pays
invites l'obligation de construire des pavilions nationaux;

Deuxieme categoric : Les expositions generales qui no laiss`ent a aucun
pays invite la faculte de construire un pavilion.

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Pour l ' organisation des expositions internationales le monde est divise en
trois zones a savoir : In zone d'Europe , la zone des deux Ameriques et la
troisieme pour It reste du monde. Les pays dent le territoire s'etend sur deux
zones doivent choisir celle daps laquelle ils entendent etre classes.

Dans un meme pays , it ne pent 8tre organise , an tours d ' une periode de
15 annees ; qu'une exposition generale de premiere categorie ; un intervalle de
dix annees doit separer deux expositions generales de toute categorie.

Aucun pays contractant ne peat organiser de participation a une exposi-
tion generale de premiere categoric que dans le cas oa cette exposition suivrait
d'au moins six annees ]'exposition generale de premiere categorie precedente
dans la meme zone on d'au moins deux annees dans n'importe quelle zone.
11 ne peut organiser de participation a one exposition generale de 26-6 categorie
que si celle-ci est separee de ]'exposition generale qui 1'a precedee par un
intervalle de deux ans dans la meme zone et d ' un an dans toute autre zone.
Ces deux intervalles sont portes respectivement a quatre et deux ans lorsqu'il
s'agit d ' expositions de meme nature.

Les delais prevus an paragraphe precedent sent appliques sans qu'il y ait
lieu de faire de distinction entre les expositions organisees par un pays
adherent on non a la Convention.

Des expositions speciales de meme nature ne peuvent se tenir en meme
temps sur les territoires des pays contractants . Un delai de cinq ans est
obligatoire pour qu ' elles puissent se renouveler dans un meme pays . Toute-
fois, le Bureau International des Expositions pent reduire exceptionnellement
ce dernier delai jusqu 'a un mimimum de trois annees, lorsqu'il estime que ce
delai est justifie par ]'evolution rapide de telle on telle branche de la produc-
tion . La meme reduction de delai peut 8tre accordee aux expositions qui se
tiennent deja traditionnellement dans certains pays a an intervalle inferieur
a cinq annees.

Des expositions speciales de nature differente ne peuvent avoir lieu dans
un meme pays a moins de trois mois d'intervalle.

Les delais mentionnes dans le present article out pour point de depart la
date d'ouverture effective de ]'exposition.

ARTICLE 2

L'article 10 de la Convention du 22 novembre 1928(') est complete par la
disposition suivante :

" Lorsque le poste de Directeur est vacant, le Conseil du Bureau
International des Expositions elit a la majorite absolue un Directeur d'une
nationalite d'un pays adherent a la Convention . Le Directeur est nomme
pour un nombre d'annees determine par le Reglement interieur. Sa
remuneration est fixee par le Conseil sur la proposition de ]a Commission
du Budget."

ARTICLE 3

Tout Etat pourra adherer an present protocole en notifiant par ecrit et
par la voie diplomatique an Gouvernement Frangais son adhesion , qui sera
deposee dans les archives de celui-ci.

Toute accession nouvelle a la Convention du 22 novembre 1928 entrainera
de plein droit ]'adhesion an present Protocole.

Le Gouvernement Francais transmettra immediatement aux Gouvernements
signataires et adherents et an President du Bureau International des Exposi-
tions la copie certifiee conforme de la notification en indiquant la date a
laquelle elle a ete revue.

PROTOCOL MODIFYING THE INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION
RELATING TO EXHIBITIONS OF 22nd NOVEMBER, 1928

Paris, 10th May, 1948

The undersigned, plenipotentiaries of the Governments hereinafter named,
having met in conference at Paris on 10th May, 1948, have, by common consent
and subject to ratification, agreed on the following provisions:-

ARTICLE 1

Articles 2, 3 and 4 of the Convention of 22nd November, 1928,(') are
abrogated and replaced by the following articles:-

Article 2.-Any exhibition which includes the products of more than one
branch of human activity or which is organised with a view to demonstrating
the progress achieved in the whole of a given sphere of activity (such as hygiene,
applied arts, modern comfort, colonial development, &c.) shall be deemed to
be a general exhibition.

Any exhibition which is concerned only with one applied science (electricity,
optics, chemistry, &c.), one industry (textiles, founding, graphic arts, &c.),
or one elementary necessity (heating, food, transport, &c.) shall be deemed to
be a special exhibition, which may not include national pavilions.

The International Bureau provided for in Article 10 shall draw up a
classification of exhibitions to serve as a guide to the trades and products which
may, in accordance with the preceding paragraph, figure in a special exhibi-
tion. The list may be revised annually.

Article 3.Duration of Exhibitions.-The duration of international exhibi-
tions shall not exceed six months. This period is fixed from the time when
the registration of the exhibition takes place, and it may therefore not be pro-
longed by the Bureau except in cases of force ntajeure resulting from events
which occur in the course of preparation for the exhibition, such as fire, floods,
social disorders, which have the effect of making it impossible either for the
exhibition to open on the date officially fixed or to function normally in the
time assigned to its duration. Consideration of a request for prolongation,
presented by the country organising the exhibition, is left to the Bureau.

Any prolongation granted will correspond with the length of time during
which the exhibition has not functioned. This prolongation will begin from the
date indicated by the organising country and may in no case be more than six
months later than the closing date of the said exhibition.

Article 4.-Frequency of Exhibitions.-The frequency of international
exhibitions to which the present Convention applies shall be governed by the
following principles: -

All general exhibitions fall into one of the two following categories :-

First category: Those in which the countries invited to participate are
obliged to construct national pavilions.

Second category: Those in which such countries are not so obliged.

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For the organisation of international exhibitions the world is divided into
three zones, viz., the European Zone, the Zone of the two Americas, and the
rest of the world. Those countries whose territory extends over two zones
may choose that in which they wish to be classified.

In the same country not more than one general exhibition of the first cate-
gory may be held during any period of 15 years, and an interval of 10 years
must elapse between two general exhibitions of either category.

No contracting country may participate in any general exhibition of the
first category unless an interval of at least six years has elapsed since the last
general exhibition of the first category in the same zone or at least two years
,in another zone. No contracting country shall participate in any general
.exhibition of the second category unless this is separated from the last genera!
exhibition by an interval of two years in the same zone or by one year in any
other zone. These intervals are extended respectively to four or two years
when the exhibitions are of the same nature.

The intervals provided for in the preceding paragraph apply without
-distinction being made between exhibitions organised by contracting countries
and non-contracting countries.

More than one special exhibition of the same kind may not be held at the
same time on the territories of the contracting countries. An interval of five
years is compulsory before they may be repeated in the same country. In
exceptional cases the International Exhibitions Bureau may reduce this period
to not less than three years if it considers such reduction is justified by the
rapid development of any particular branch of production. The same reduc-
tion may be allowed in favour of exhibitions which by an already established
custom take place in certain countries at intervals of less than five years.

At least three months' interval must elapse between two special exhibitions
of a different kind held in the same country.

The intervals provided for in the present Article shall be reckoned from
the date of opening of the exhibition.

ARTICLE 2

The following provision shall be added to those under Article 10 of the
.Convention of 22nd November, 1928('):-

" When the post of Director falls vacant, the Council of the International
Exhibitions Bureau will elect by an absolute majority a director a national
of a country adhering to the Convention. The director will be appointed
for a period of years to be established by regulation. His remuneration
will be fixed by the Council on the recommendation of the Budgetary
Commission."

ARTICLE 3 -

Any State may accede to the present Protocol by notification in writing
through the diplomatic channel to the French Government. Such notifica-
tion of accession shall be deposited in the archives of that Government.

Each new accession to the Convention of 22nd November, 1928, shall con-
stitute accession to the present Protocol.

The.French Government shall transmit immediately to all signatory and
acceding Governments and to the President of the International Exhibitions
Bureau a certified copy of the notification, showing the date on which it was
received.

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ARTICLE 4

The present Protocol shall be ratified . Each Power shall transmit its
ratification with the least possible delay to the French Government, which
shall notify the other signatories . The present Protocol shall enter into force
for each signatory country on the date of deposit of its instrument of
ratification.
